The
main directions of strengthening social security of the region in the context of sustainable development are determined.

Keywords: social security, sustainable development, the region.

Der Beitrag behandelt die wesentlichen Merkmale der sozialen Komponente einer nachhaltigen Entwicklung
auf regionaler Ebene. Die Dynamik des Integrationsindexes der sozialen Sicherheit in den Regionen der Ukraine wird
analysiert. Es werden auch Hauptziele einer Verstirkung der sozialen Sicherheit in der Region im Zusammenhang mit
einer nachhaltigen Entwicklung bestimmt.

Stichworter: soziale Sicherheit, nachhaltige Entwicklung, Region.

Die soziale Komponente der nachhaltigen Entwicklung widerspiegelt am realistischsten in
welchem Mal die Interessen der jeweiligen Region erreicht sind. Sie bewerte am besten die
Lebensqualitét als wichtigstes Ziel dieser Entwicklung. Die Gewéhrleistung eines angemessenen
Lebensstandards unter Beibehaltung eines fiir die menschliche Gesundheit akzeptablen und
unschidlichen Umweltzustandes, sind die wichtigsten Ziele der nachhaltigen Entwicklung, sowohl
auf der Regionalebene als auch auf der Staatsebene. Der Hauptfaktor fiir die Verwirklichung eines
Konzeptes fiir eine praktikable und nachhaltige Entwicklung ist jedoch der Mensch. Ein aktiver und
staatsbiirgerlich verantwortungsvoller Einwohner innerhalb einer Region bestimmt in seiner
Gesamtheit den Entwicklungsstand der biirgerlichen Gesellschaft und hat damit mafigeblich einen
Einfluss auf die Bildung von Managemententscheidungen der Regional- und Staatsregierungen.

Die Wechselbeziehungen der sozialen und institutionellen Indikatoren der nachhaltigen
Entwicklung mit ihren wirtschaftlichen und 6kologischen Komponenten bestehen nicht nur in der
Integration der Institutionen als Faktor der sozialen und wirtschaftlichen Reformen und der
Okologisierung in der Wirtschaft. Vielmehr wird die soziale Komponente auch durch einen
Ausgleich wirtschaftlicher und o6kologischer Interessen in der Region bestimmt. Diese
Wechselbeziehungen aller Indikatoren einer nachhaltigen Entwicklung werden mit dem von S.
Martynow [1] vorgeschlagenem analytischem Modell erkldrt. Diesem Modell entsprechend kann
eine Gleichgewichtsstorung zwischen den Indikatoren der nachhaltigen Entwicklung in der Region
und der Dominanz der Wirtschaftsinteressen zu einer Verringerung des Wohlstandsniveaus fiithren.

Die soziale Komponente der nachhaltigen Entwicklung in der Region griindet sich auf
arbeits-, demografisches- und moralisch-geistiges Potenzial, wodurch im Gesamten die Bildung von
sozialem Potenzial in dem Gebiet bestimmt wird. Das soziale Potenzial einer Region kann man in
drei Kategorien klassifizieren [2, S. 106]: Humankapital, Sozialkapital und die soziale Infrastruktur
(Abb. 1).

Die Bewertung des sozialen Indikators der nachhaltigen Entwicklung erfolgt unter
Berticksichtigung der zu betrachteten Bildungsmerkmale des sozialen Potenzials in der Region
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gemil der methodischen Betrachtungsweise, die von ukrainischen Forschern unter der Leitung von
M. Zgurovsky vorgeschlagen wurde. [3]. Der Indexwert der sozialen Dimension der nachhaltigen
Entwicklung der Gesellschaft berechnet sich auf Grund der eingegangen Werte der vier Kategorien
der Sozialpolitik ("Human Development", "Lebensqualitit", "Gesellschaft fiir Wissen",
"Institutionelle Entwicklung der Gesellschaft").

Fiir die Methodik bei der Bewertung der nachhaltigen Entwicklung in den Regionen der
Ukraine werden Koeffizienten fiir die Wichtung eines Beitrages fiir die einzelnen Indikatoren im
Vergleich zum Gesamtindex nach der Experteneinschdtzungsmethode festgelegt. Sie sind aber
beziiglich der Ubereinstimmung der Indikatoren zu ihren optimalen Werten aus Sicht einer
nachhaltigen Entwicklung nicht maBBgebend. Fiir die Bewertung der sozialen Dimension wird eine
grole Anzahl von Indikatoren und Indices verwendet, wobei aber einzelne von ihnen in groBerem
MafBe andere Subindices der nachhaltigen Entwicklung beeinflussen.

Wegen der erwidhnten Nachteile ist es notwendig, fiir die Bewertung der sozialen Sicherheit in
den Regionen eine bessere Methodik anzuwenden, die eine bessere Beurteilung der tatsdchlichen
Werte der entsprechenden Indikatoren fiir die soziale Entwicklung (Sozialindices) ergibt, als das
sind: Normung ihrer Werte, Feststellung der Wichtungskoeffizienten eines Beitrages zu den
einzelnen Indikatoren fiir das Bildungsniveau der sozialen Sicherheit (nach der Methode einer
Analyse der Hauptkomponenten in der ,,Statistik*), Berechnung des integralen Index der sozialen
Sicherheit als Summe der Produkte der normalisierten Indexwerte mit den einzelnen
Wichtungskoeffizienten. Dadurch erhdlt man eine verbesserte Zuverldssigkeit in der Bewertung und
der vorzunehmenden MafBnahmen fiir eine Vervollkommnung der Sozialpolitik als Grundlage fiir
die Verwirklichung der sozialen und wirtschaftlichen Interessen auf regionaler Ebene im Rahmen
des Konzeptes fiir eine nachhaltige Entwicklung.

Soziale Sicherheit in der Region kann man als Zustand der sozio6konomischen Entwicklung
definieren, mit der soziale Stabilitdt und finanzielle Sicherheit, die Erfiillung von Sozialstandards
und Garantien, die Steigerung der Qualitit des Lebensstandards als Grundlage fir die
Verwirklichung (Erreichung) der Interessen in der Region erreicht werden kdnnen.

Auf Grund dieser Definition konnen wir ein Indikatorensystem fiir die soziale Sicherheit auf
Regionalebene festlegen. Die Liste der Indikatoren der sozialen Sicherheit eines Staates, die in der
Methodik zur Berechnung der wirtschaftlichen Sicherheit der Ukraine [4] zugrunde gelegt wird, ist
nur teilweise verwendbar, um die soziale Sicherheit in einer Region zu beurteilen. Wir kdnnen jetzt
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die Liste der Indikatoren mit ihren Grenzwerten nach den angewendeten vorhandenen
methodischen Ansitzen fiir die Berechnung der Sozialsicherheitskomponente aufstellen.

Die Berechnung der Hohe der sozialen Sicherheit in den Regionen erfolgt mit den folgenden
Parametern: das Verhiltnis des regionalen Bruttoprodukts (RBP) bezogen auf den Mittelwert in der
Ukraine (nicht weniger als 100%); das Verhiltnis des RBP pro Kopf bezogen auf den
durchschnittlichen Wert in der Ukraine (nicht weniger als 100%); das Verhiltnis der
Wachstumsrate des RBP bezogen auf die Wachstumsrate des Monatsdurchschnittslohnes (nicht
weniger als 1); die Arbeitslosenrate nach der Methodik der Internationalen Arbeitsorganisation
(IAO) (nicht mehr als 10%); das Verhiltnis des Durchschnittslohns bezogen auf das
Existenzminimum (mindestens 3).

Die Berechnungsergebnisse des integralen Index zeigen, dass die Stadt Kiew durch das
hochste Mal} an sozialer Sicherheit gekennzeichnet ist (Tab. 1). Es gibt eine Gruppe von Regionen
ohne Oberschwellenzustand der sozialen Sicherheit, in 6 Regionen kann ein optimaler Zustand der
sozialen Sicherheit festgestellt werden.

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Der optimale Sicherheitstand war im Laufe von 2006-2013 Jahren nur in Dnipropetrowsk
und in den Donezk Regionen stabil, weil sie die Industrie-Regionen mit relativ hohem Lohnniveau
sind.

In anderen Regionen dieser Gruppe (im Kiewer und Odessa Gebiet, in der Stadt Sewastopol) war
der soziale Sicherheitstand wihrend des erforschten Zeitraumes vom optimalen Zustand bis zum
Vorkrisenzustand und auch umgekehrt Schwankungen unterworfen.

In dem Poltawer Gebiet ist im Laufe von 2006-2012 Jahren der Zustand des
Vorkrisenniveau fiir die soziale Sicherheit zu erkennen, und nur im Jahr 2013 wurde der integrale
Index fiir die untere Grenze des Bereichs der Optimalwerte unwesentlich liberschritten.

In den meisten Regionen der Ukraine entspricht der soziale Sicherheitsstand dem
Vorkrisenstand (das sind die Gruppen mit Werten des integralen Index innerhalb der Grenzen des
unteren Schwellenzustandes), jedoch kann man in den in Rivner, Khmelnytsker und Czernowitzer
Gebieten jetzt schon eine negative Entwicklung des Krisenzustandes innerhalb des sozialen
Bereiches feststellen. Das beweist der integrale Indexwert innerhalb der Grenzen des unteren
Grenzzustandes. Die Regionen mit einer Entwicklung des Krisenzustandes fiir den sozialen Bereich
weisen die hochste Arbeitslosenrate im Vergleich zu anderen Gebieten auf und haben das niedrigste
Verhiltnis des regionalen Bruttoprodukts (RBP) bezogen auf den Mittelwert in der Ukraine.

So ist zum Beispiel der soziale Sicherheitsstand in dem Czernowitzer Gebiet trotz der
wachsenden Dynamik des Integralindex (von 0.288 im Jahr 2006 bis 0.318 im Jahr 2013) der
niedrigste von allen Regionen in der Ukraine (Tabelle. 2).

Der Parameter fiir das Verhdltnis der Wachstumsrate des RBP bezogen auf die
Wachstumsrate des Monatsdurchschnittslohnes entspricht am besten den Sicherheitskriterien fiir die
Jahre 2006 bis 2013. Dabei reagiert der Integralindex der sozialen Sicherheit am empfindlichsten
auf eine Anderung des Indikators (Kempr, = 0,509). Das Wachstumsniveau der sozialen Sicherheit in
den Jahren 2011 und 2013 ist im wesentlichen durch die Steigerung des Verhiltnisses der
Wachstumsrate des RBP bezogen auf die Wachstumsrate des Monatsdurchschnittslohnes von 0,922
und 0,945 gekennzeichnet.

Auch im Czernowitzer Gebiet ist eine allgemeine Empfindlichkeit des Integralindex der
sozialen Sicherheit zu den Verdnderungen solcher Indikatoren wie das Verhdltnis des
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Durchschnittslohns bezogen auf das Existenzminimum (Kempr, = 0,175) und die Arbeitslosenrate
(Kempt. = 0,151) feststellbar.

Basierend auf den Ergebnissen der Berechnungen kann man besondere Mafinahmen
einleiten, die zur Verringerung von negativen Auswirkungen und Gefahren fiir die soziale
Sicherheit fiithren.

Vor allem das Verhiltnis der Wachstumsrate des RBP und der Monatsdurchschnittslohn
muss an den optimalen Wert angepasst werden.

Das Uberschreiten der Wachstumsrate des RBP iiber die Wachstumsrate des
Monatsdurchschnittslohnes ist ein Kriterium fiir die Sicherheit dieses Indikators.

Aufgrund der Rezession der wirtschaftlichen Situation, der Verringerung der Reallohne und
der immer schlechter werdenden Situation auf dem Arbeitsmarkt miissen daher regionale
Programme zur Unterstiitzung der Industrieproduktion und der Investitionen in die Realwirtschaft
absolut Vorrang haben.

Dadurch kann man die positive Wachstumstendenz des Handelsumsatzes der industriellen
Produktion (um 9,3%) und der Agrarproduktion (um 5,1%) beibehalten. Dies ist im Czernowitzer
Gebiet im Jahre 2014 bereits feststellbar [5].

Die Unterstiitzung des realen Sektors in der Wirtschaft ermoglicht daher einen Zuwachs der
Industrieproduktion und der Agrarproduktion und vergréBert auch die Zahl der Arbeitsplétze, was
wiederum eine positive Auswirkung auf den Wert der Indikatoren, wie das Verhéltnis des RBP pro
Kopf bezogen auf den durchschnittlichen Wert und die Arbeitslosenrate in der Ukraine hat.

Zur Erreichung der Interessen in einer Region spielen in dem Konzept einer nachhaltigen
Entwicklung die wirtschaftlichen, 6kologischen und sozialen Faktoren gemeinsam eine wichtige
Rolle mit den institutionellen Faktoren, die die Parameter des sozio-Okonomischen Systems
bestimmen. Der Zustand der wirtschaftlichen Sicherheit in der Region ist stark von beeinflussenden
Bedrohungen abhéngig, die durch eine unzureichende institutionelle Absicherung der sozialen und
wirtschaftlichen Entwicklung sowohl auf der Regionalebene als auch auf der Staatsebene auftreten
konnen. In diesem Zusammenhang muss man daher viel Aufmerksamkeit den Institutionen
widmen, die bestimmte Spielregeln in der Gesellschaft aufstellen und die Anreize flir eine
Verbesserung im politischen, sozialen oder wirtschaftlichen Austausch vorgeben.

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INNOVATION POLICY DEVELOPMENT AND IMPACT ON LATVIAN
INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

In the article economic development of Latvian industry is considered on innovation policy nationalwide and
on its impact to industrial development and how the companies measure innovative achievements.

Key words: innovation policy, economic aspects, industrial  development, investments, innovation
management.

Innovation policy development and its implementation in the national economy are playing
an increasing role in any more or less economically developed country in the world. Innovation
process covers a wide range of business and economic activity subjects (enterprises, scientific
institutions, consumers) and institutions (legal, legislative, financial and social). All these economic
activity subjects and institutions actively cooperate in the production process sharing and making
use of the competitive knowledge and technologies that are purposefully aimed at the country's
economic development and contributing to the country’s and its subjects’ competitiveness.
Innovation activity in a small economy such as the Latvian one is a key national economy’s
development tool, the relevance of which is intensified by the population migration — people of
working age with relevant work experience and high-level academic education do mainly emigrate
from Latvia. For the Latvian national economy it is peculiarly to talk about the industrial sector that
represents a major part of the national value added. In Latvia among the various industrial branches
the most innovative is the pharmaceutical industry. In addition and principally its manufacturing
enterprises. The same situation is also observed in other countries. The world's economically
developed countries’ experience obviously proves it. These are the countries where in recent years
approximately 75% of the gross domestic product growth is provided exactly by innovations,
consequently a variety of innovations introduced in the national economy, in particular - in the
industrial sector.

Analyzing the industrial enterprises’ innovative activity at least the following stages of
development can be identified:

1. Research development and results approbation phase
2. Complete acquisition phase from product release to realization
3. Manufacturing expansion through innovations
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4. Ready-made innovation and technology purchase.

Studies show that over the last 15 years in the field of innovations the number of employed
people in the US and Western Europe has doubled, but in Southeast Asia has even quadrupled. In
Latvia this process is much slower. Economically important indicator is a number of innovation-
active enterprises. In the European Union in total its share is up more than 50% of all enterprises.
Today new ideas’ generation that introduces technology and innovation is increasingly determining
the country's socio-economic growth and population welfare level. It should be noted that the
country's socio-economic stability largely depends on the national innovation activities and science-
intensive product share. As evidenced by foreign experience exactly the thoughtful innovation
policy development ant its consistent realization considerably increase state scientific and technical
potential, economic productivity level and increase national competitiveness in the international
arena. Not only the world's economically developed countries but also less developed countries
such as Latvia are increasingly more active developing innovation management system, thus
significantly affecting their country's economic growth. However to achieve this state aid is
desirable. Such support is successfully implemented in economically developed countries of Europe
and Southeast Asia. In these countries exactly the state-supported active innovation policy
implementation enabled them to develop in a relatively short period of time and to move forward
among the world's innovation leaders.

The biggest obstacles that impede the development of Latvian enterprises’ innovative
activity are insufficiently beneficial and conducive Latvian legislation and governmental support,
limited external funding opportunities (the most common source of funding for innovative activity
in Latvian enterprises are retained earnings, but it is often insufficient), the lack of internal
normative documents regulating the innovation process in the enterprise, respectively the
effectiveness of the innovation process and transparency reduces. We can conclude that in Latvia
innovations as a strong factor contributing to national economy development till now is not fully
used. Enterprises’ innovation activity broad possibilities are still used insufficiently, these are the
possibilities that provide the innovative enterprise with profit from both innovation realization in
the innovative enterprise and its own produced and purchased innovation sales. According to the
National Statistics survey data in year 2014 in Latvian industrial sector only 599 innovation-active
industrial enterprises were working. At the same time the share of non-innovative enterprises
constitutes 68.3% of all industrial enterprises. Innovation-active enterprises are economically the
strongest, in 2010 its turnover amounted to 62.3 million euros. This shows how big are the reserves
for the innovative activity in Latvia and how important is to develop a balanced innovation policy.

While developing innovation policy its activities should cover all the areas that provide or
significantly affect a company's profits and provide economic effect. Here we can distinguish four
main areas and its effect provided:

1. Economic effect provided by:
— Profit from licensing activities and innovation patent "know-how" implementation
— Increase in sales volumes and production capacity and enhancing the effectiveness of all
resources use
— Investment payback term decline
2. Scientific and technical effect provided by:
— The number of registered certificates of authorship
— New technologies and technological processes share increases, production automation and
work organization level increases
— Changes in production assortment, its content enrichment
3. Social effect provided by:
— Increase in the level of employees’ income and work motivation
— Increase in the level of work safety, increase in the number of jobs
— Increase in the level of personnel qualification
4. Ecological effect provided by:
— Harmful emissions into the atmosphere, soil and water decrease
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— Manufacturing waste reduction
— Production ecological quality improvement.

While obtaining economic effect through earnings the innovative enterprise is developing
and increasing its value and employee welfare. The other types of effects can provide the potential
economic effects. For example, innovative enterprise’s invention as the highest level of innovation
can ensure economic effect only when it is sold or while selling a product that was manufactured by
an innovative enterprise using this invention. The same is with the satisfaction degree increase of
the innovative enterprise's employees and their families that will reduce the working time loss due
to illness, as well as increase productivity, working resources recovery quality, etc., that can not
immediately be calculated as the economic effect. Harmful emissions decrease in its turn allows to
save the ecosystem, contributes to the strengthening human health and life expectancy prolongation,
etc., though this effect also can not be immediately recalculated into net profit.

Theoretically we can distinguish four innovative activity benefits:

1. Knowledge. Innovation always requires the acquisition of new knowledge, part of which is used
for gaining profit through a wide range of approaches and methods. Generating new knowledge can
be processed into patent, author's rights or another way.

2. Brand. Innovation can reinforce the brand. As a result new customers will be attracted,
enterprises will get an opportunity to raise prices for its goods or services, that for its part increases
money flow. Enterprises are also gaining more trust from partners, suppliers and other
counterparties.

3. Ecosystem. Innovative enterprises are able to establish a strong ecosystem involved in their
partner organizations and other related organizations that ensure them certain advantages which in
the future can be used for maximizing investment return.

4. Human resources. Salaried employees are often willing to work in innovative enterprises and
make their own contribution to its work, thus such enterprises have one more advantage and this is
an opportunity to attract the best, most qualified professionals (those who differ with innovative
thinking) and hence to spend less on the training and retention, that in its turn also contributes to
business profitability increase.

Vigorous innovative activity is a foundation for economically developed countries’
competitiveness, especially in today's global market. It ensures serving both individual and
collective interests for the society. Innovation is also a business driving force, and for the enterprise
being innovative means to be competitive not only in the local, but also in the global market,
manufacturing products or providing services with high added value. To support innovation and
promote public innovation activity is not only the business but also the government's task and
responsibility. The government should be helped to orient its state economic development towards
new product development and production, quickly implementing new ideas, popularizing its own
state technological and commercial achievements in the global market and creating new jobs for
highly skilled workers.

Innovation policy development should have not only its own innovation indicators system, but also

innovation management strategy and choose management methods. Innovation management

method is a managing subsystem (management entity) impact way on the manageable subsystem

(management object), which includes innovation, the innovation process and the implementation of

respective innovation in the market.

Innovation management methods can be divided into the following groups:

1. methods that affect only innovation production;

2. methods that affect both innovation production and its implementation, promotion and
distribution;

3. methods that affect only innovation implementation, promotion and distribution.

The next important phase of innovation management organization is innovation management

strategy choice. Innovation effectiveness and efficiency depend on properly selected management

strategy.

Strategy selection has two main tasks:
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— Adapting to internal environment — distribution of such limited resources as capital, technology
and human resources is planned. Besides, enterprise acquisition can be planned, as well as
output from disadvantaged sectors, effective “product portfolio” creation or redistribution, etc.;

— Adapting to external environment — the task of ensuring efficient adaptation to external factors
(macroeconomic situation, political factors, demographics, etc.) changes is proposed.

Innovation strategy is the enterprise’s goal achievement method in relation to enterprise’s
external environment. Summarizing viewpoints of several economists and management specialists
we can propose three innovation strategies classification bases and its distribution by types of

strategies.

In order to select an innovation management strategy it is necessary to analyze the
applicated innovation management methods. Here we can propose the innovation management
method which consists of the following four elements:

Needs analysis. As a consequence of needs analysis an innovative enterprise has to
answer the following question: for what consumers are new products intended?
While carrying out the needs analysis, it is advisable to use segmentation method by
dividing market into buyer groups (market segments), which may need different
products and which require certain efforts. The selected segment is the main working
unit for the enterprise’s marketing department.

Determination of attractiveness. The next step is determination of attractiveness of
different market segments and choosing one or several segments (target markets) for
its acquisition. While evaluating attractiveness different marketing tools are used,
besides, it is obligatory to take into account market (segment) volume, its
development tendencies (increases or decreases), as well as objectives and resources
of the segments acquiring enterprises. Attractiveness analysis methods are based on a
demand for a particular market segment and potential’s research; innovative product
life cycle is also analyzed.

Competitiveness assessment. At this stage enterprise’s ability to compete in the
relevant product market is assessed. While assessing the competitiveness advantages
are clarified and assessed.

Product portfolio choice. Portfolio analysis is a tool by which innovative enterprise’s
management assesses different innovative activity ways with a purpose of investing
resources in economically most attractive and promising directions and reducing or
closing the weakest, less attractive. As a result of a careful analysis the most
attractive for consumers and hence competitive activity forms (products) are
selected. It should be noted that this marketing innovation method stage on its matter
is partially overlapped with innovation strategy selection where portfolio analysis
methods are also used. However, at this stage a deeper and more detailed product
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portfolio work is carried out, but basically innovation strategy selection is closely
and sometimes inextricably related to the applied method detection.
To conclude we would like to turn our attention to the innovative activity related terms
rarely found in literature:
1. Benchmarking

Benchmarking implies economic subject and above all competitors’ activity research and
evaluation that allow to make use of its accumulated positive experience in the work. The term
“benchmarking” comes from English word benchmark — a point of reference, comparison basis.
Benchmarking focuses on business research. In terms of innovation benchmarking means other
enterprises activity research in order to gain valuable information that can be used for developing
own innovation policy and particular type of innovation.

2. Innovation engineering

Engineering as such (English engineering — engineering art, engineering science) denotes the
engineering and consulting services for new facilities or big project creation. Engineering
operations can be carried out both by the enterprises themselves, as well as engineering consultancy
firms.

Innovation engineering is a working complex of innovation project creation that includes
creation of a certain innovation, realization, promotion and distribution. In general innovation
engineering is aimed at economic effect maximization from investments in new products and
innovation activity perspective directions determination.

Engineering includes two fundamentally different approaches:

— improvement (perfection of indexes for 10-50%);
— reengineering (indexes increase by 100% and more).
3. Innovation reengineering

Reengineering is a business process fundamental review and radical redesign of business
indicators such as value, quality, service and growth rates for the purpose of rapid growth.

As the innovation management method reengineering affects the innovation process which is
aimed at new product and operations improvement and realization, promotion and distribution as
well.

Business process reengineering includes economic process optimization and management. We
can distinguish the following innovation reengineering varieties:

1. Orientation to the whole process. This result is achieved by reorganizing the entire process
rather than dealing with this process’s certain concepts, objectives and tasks.

2. Orientation to a qualitative leap. In this case an enterprise by changing the business process
sets as a goal not a single enterprise’s work deficiency prevention, but radical changes in
manufacturing technology or goods for sale.

3. Liquidating business stagnation. Applying this method implies refusal of the existing
working conditions, previously unchanging working principles and transition to new
business technologies.

4. Effective technologies use in business. This method is directed to a more productive
advertising form and mass media resources use that comply with new working objectives in
the new realities of a given situation. This may include Internet usage, consultations in mass
media, conferences (including remote) on innovation, etc.

Reengineering project successful realization depends on the following factors:

— project managers motivation, interest and competence;

— staff support, precisely formulating their roles, duties and responsibilities in the

project;

— project accessibility (transparency), measurable results and controllable risk level;

— focus on priority objectives and well-reasoned and independent project budget;

— technological support, the opportunity to consult the external specialists.

Acquiring the economic effect through the earnings, the innovative enterprise develops,

increasing the enterprise's value and employees’ well-being. Other types of effects can provide the
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potential economic effect. For example, the invention of an innovative enterprise as the high level
innovation can ensure the economic effect by its selling or by selling a product which was
manufactured in the innovative enterprise using this invention. In the same way in the innovative
enterprise the satisfaction degree increase of the employees and their families will allow to reduce
the working time loss due to illness, as well as to increase productivity, working resources recovery
quality, etc., that can not immediately be calculated as the economic effect. In its turn harmful
emissions decrease allows to save the ecosystem, contributes to the strengthening human health and
life expectancy prolongation, etc., though this effect also can not be immediately recalculated into
net profit.

While developing innovation policy for Latvian industrial enterprises all the above
mentioned factors should be carefully evaluated and taken into account. It is very important to take
into account the regional dimension. Only with such activities we can expect a rapid growth of the
Latvian economy in the coming years.

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ECO-INNOVATIONS AS AN OPPORTUNITY TO REDUCE
EMISSIONS OF GREENHOUSE GASES FROM AGRICULTURE

Two of the priorities underlying The Europe 2020 Strategy are achieving smart growth by developing an
economy based on knowledge and innovations and sustainable growth through a more ecological and more competitive
economy with more efficient use of resources.

The objective of this paper is to examine the possibility for combining these two priorities in order to achieve
sustainable growth of Bulgarian agriculture by introducing eco-innovations to reduce the emission of greenhouse
gases. To this purpose, we have elucidated the concepts of eco-innovations and environmentally friendly innovations
and have researched latest trends in final energy consumption and greenhouse gases emissions from agriculture.

Key words: eco innovations; greenhouse gases, agriculture

The major priorities of the Europe 2020 Strategy [6, p. 3], about smart, sustainable, and
inclusive growth are:

— smart growth: developing an economy based on knowledge and innovation;

— sustainable growth: promoting a more resource-efficient, greener, and more competitive
economy;

— inclusive growth:fostering a high-employment economy delivering social and territorial
cohesion.

With reference to these three priorities, targets in three key areas have been set which should
lead to tangible positive changes for EU citizens. In order to ensure the necessary conditions for
regular monitoring on Bulgaria’s progress in the implementation of national sub-targets and the
contribution of the country to the accomplishment of EU targets, the National Statistical Institute
(NSI) provides up-to-date statistical information about Bulgaria on each of the European headline
targets which state that:

— 75% of the population aged 20-64 should be employed,

— 3% of the EU’s GDP should be invested in Research and Development (R&D);

— The “20/20/20° climate/energy targets should be met (including an increase to 30% of
emissions reduction if the conditions are right);

— The share of early school leavers should be under 10% and at least 40% of the younger
generation should have a tertiary degree;

— 20 million less people should be at risk of poverty.

As for the target to reduce emissions of greenhouse gases by 20% by the year 2020
compared to the baseline year 1990, this is to be achieved by:

v Reducing by 10% compared to their level in 2005 emissions from installations which
are not included in the EU Emissions Trading System (buildings, light industry, transport,
agriculture, and waste);

v" Reducing by 21% compared to their level in 2005 emissions from installations which are
part of the Emissions Trading System (all major industrial and energy sources of emissions, as well
as the aviation sector).

The next programming period should therefore be one of implementing innovations which
lead to a greener and more competitive economy and help reduce harmful emissions. This is
illustrated by figure 1.

On the other hand, in terms of agriculture, we should specify that sustainability is to be
achieved through combinations in three aspects: agronomic, economic, and environmental [5, p. 24-
25]. The first one refers to maintaining high productivity over a long period of time. The second one
refers to maintaining economic profit on a micro and macro level. The environmental aspect refers
to preserving the quality of our environment. While these three aspects are clearly interrelated, the
focus of this paper is on the environmental aspect.
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Climate changes, depletion of natural resources, air pollution and the loss of biodiversity are
some of the challenges which humankind is facing today. In order to deal successfully with them it
is necessary to find new solutions and to employ green technologies [2 ,p. 1-2].

Hence, the European Commission has given some related definitions, such as:

Eco innovation — any innovation, whether technological or non-technological, new products
and services and new business practices which create business opportunities and are friendlier to the
environment by preventing or reducing their impact or by optimizing resource consumption,
including the use of energy. Eco innovation is directly related to the development and use of green
technology as well as to the concepts of environmental efficiency and green industries. The overall
objective is to promote more sustainable production and consumption patterns. Practical examples
of eco-innovation include processes for extracting valuable substances from waste water; more
efficient food packaging; manufacturing of construction materials from recycled waste; green
products and new management methods.

Green technology is a term used for any technology which is less harmful to the
environment than the alternatives. Those include technologies and processes to control pollution;
products which are less-resource intensive; as well as services and processes which manage
resources more efficiently.

Green technologies may be found in almost any economic sector, including control on
pollution; water and waste management; and energy generation. These are technologies which
produce fewer harmful emissions, generate less waste, have a limited impact on health and
biodiversity and generally help reduce costs and improve competitiveness.

This paper uses the set of methods and data employed by the National Statistical Institute
(NSI) [1], in particular, those from section ‘Indicators for Monitoring National and European
Strategies’ and subsection ‘Indicators for Europe 2020 Strategy’. Table 1 presents data on final
energy consumption by sectors. As obvious from the table, agriculture is the sector with the
smallest final energy consumption. Figure 2 presents a graph of energy consumption trends
throughout the period from 2005 to 2012. In absolute values, the reduction of energy consumption
in agriculture amounts to 100 thousand tonnes in 2012 compared to energy consumption in 2005.

Over the first two years of the analysed period, there was nearly no change in the rate of
final energy consumption. Final energy consumption slightly dropped in 2007 and 2008. In the
period from 2008 to 2012, final energy consumption in agriculture remained stable.
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The National Statistical Institute also publishes data on the greenhouse gases generated in
each economic sector. Figure 3 presents the trend in the quantity of greenhouse gases emitted into
the atmosphere by agriculture in the period from 1999 to 2012.

According to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, there are six
major greenhouse gases: carbon dioxide (CO,), methane (CHy4), nitrous oxide (N,0),
hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs), perfluorocarbons (PFCs), and sulfur hexafluoride (SF¢). These
greenhouse gases are weighted according to their global warming potential and total emissions are
recorded in millions of tonnes of carbon dioxide equivalent (CO,).

The figure clearly indicates that the emission of greenhouse gases was substantially reduced
over the analysed period. According to some authors [3, p. 96], this substantial reduction was due to
the restructuring which the sector went through over the years as well as to new management
approaches. The smaller quantity of greenhouse gases emitted in 2009 can be explained with the
economic crisis which hit [4, p. 4]. In general, over the period from 1990 to 2012 there was a trend
of consistent decrease in reported values in the first 7 years and since 1998 greenhouse gases
emissions have remained at a level of 6,000 thousand tonnes per year, the figures varying slightly
for some of the years.

As a result of this research we may conclude that in order to achieve the targets set in the
Europe 2020 Strategy it is necessary to initiate a number of specific activities in the agricultural
sector. The key to Bulgaria’s sustainable growth and the agricultural sector in particular, is in
applying eco-innovations and green technologies so as to reduce both energy consumption and
emissions of greenhouse gases. Agriculture is one of the major sectors which emit harmful gases
into the atmosphere, therefore constant monitoring is required.

Obviously, the emissions of greenhouse gases produced by agriculture have significantly
been reduced, yet the target of reducing their level by 10 % compared to the emissions in 2005 has
not been achieved yet. Agricultural producers need to make considerable effort to switch to a low
carbon economy and intorducing a larger number of eco-innovations is one of the options available.

The article considers the problem of understanding of the evolution of innovation in determining the
competitiveness of the Ukrainian economy. The basic approaches to defining the essence of innovation and evolution
under the influence of various factors are examined. The basic economic principles of interaction categories in the field
of innovation economy is defined.

Keywords: innovation, innovation capacity, competitiveness of the national economy.

The competitiveness of Ukrainian economy today justified deserves criticism, but this
criticism should be constructive and not only identify key problem areas, but also cover the basic
ways to overcome them. Obvious problems associated with the use of obsolete equipment, lag in
the field of organization and management of production processes and the failure to produce
competitive high-tech products, require not only immediate solution, but require a revolutionary
approach that can provide the result soon. At this time it is necessary to think of the words of
businessman J. Trump: "Bad times create great opportunities." And that possibility is lengthening
the innovation potential and convert it to a specific end product made in terms of the domestic
economy. As to the nature of competitiveness, there is an interesting point of view of Russian
colleagues, according to which at last offered understood as a set of competitive relationships
arising between business entities to create conditions for increasing the comparative and
competitive advantages in order to obtain the best results in the market of goods and services [21].

Analysis of recent research and publications. Despite the significant importance of
innovative research problems of competitiveness, it is not lit and requires systematic study. At the
same time, it should be noted recent publications in this area, particularly of scientists: L. Antoniuk,
A. Amosha, I. Budnikevycha, V. Heyets, nether M., M. Kozoriz, V. Seminozhenko. Schools, which
covers aspects of activation of innovative processes at the macro level.

Problem. The study of evolution and problems understanding the importance of innovation
in terms of determining the competitiveness of Ukrainian economy.

The main material. Our vision of the problem is not groundbreaking, but the ways to
overcome said domestic economists for many years. Thus, according to leading national team of
economists who are directly engaged in research innovation and technological progress [6].
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Innovation is a basis for fundamental economic reforms to build a new economic system.
According to the research the main factors that hinder the development of innovations in Ukraine
undoubtedly include: budget deficit, lack of long-term financing and lending, lack of own funds and
lack of market mechanisms for the implementation of research results [6]. Thus, we can say that,
despite the large number of publications and research in this area, the problem of innovation factor,
as a condition of building a competitive economy, remains unresolved finally, its relevance and
does not cause any doubts.

World economic thought on the issue of economic growth is as renowned researchers as R.
Solow, E. Denison, D Yorhenson et al., Defines its dynamism among factors include: capital, labor,
education, economies of scale and more. However, the results of theoretical research and practical
experience show that the decisive factor for over 50 years leads to economic growth and improve
national competitiveness of the world is highly scientific and technical progress [7].

In order to better understand the role of innovation factor we consider more the essence of
innovation. In a broad sense, the term "innovation" refers to innovation in engineering, technology,
labor and management, based on the use of science and best practices, or, in short - is the end result
of innovation [10]. In scientific lexicon, the term first introduced Schumpeter, which literally means
"the embodiment of scientific discovery, technological invention, a new technology or a new type
of product" [25, P.159]. Besides innovation Schumpeter regarded as a new production function, its
new combination.

However, before Schumpeter crucial role of innovation and improvement of the production
process are understood classical economic theory as Adam Smith, David Ricardo, Marx, E. Bohm-
Bawerk. Thus, the decisive factor of growth and welfare Adam Smith calls the progress of
consciousness due to the participants of the production process, "the peoples of the civilized and
prosperous ... product all the work society is so great that all are often abundantly provided with it,
so that poorer and lower employee discharge ... could use a lot of items needed and convenience
compared with any savage " [18]. In addition, Adam Smith identifies three main factors that, in his
opinion, are able to ensure economic growth:

- Firstly, increasing skill of each employee;

- Secondly, saving time, which is usually lost the transition from one type of work to
another;

- Thirdly, due to the introduction of machines which facilitate and reduce labor and enable
one man to do the work of several [8]

D.Rikardo his work shows a remarkable understanding of the impact on employment
progress and return on invested capital, "a significant change in the constant rate of return is the
result of causes that operate only during certain years, but a change in the amount of labor required
to produce goods continually improved . Every improvement in machinery, in tools, in buildings, in
the extraction of raw materials and labor retains a significant degree makes it easier for us to
manufacture the product, thus changing its value. " [16].

Marx meant by innovation any changes in the manufacturing process, releasing capital, as
any improvement that allows you to reduce the required working area or extend service life
vehicles[11]. E. Bohm-Bawerk believed that technological innovation lead to the extension of the
period of production, which can change only when through technology will create new products
[25].

Continue to study the influence of NTP on economic processes such as Western economists
R. Solow, Schumpeter, D. Saha, E. Denison et al. Unlike classical data economists as an important
factor of economic growth not only separate inputs and pay much attention to the study of the direct
influence of STP. Accordingly, shifting focus when considering the economic problems of the use
of limited resources for the modernization of the production process and finding more sustainable
ways of organizing it. In production now has a place not only for factors of production: land, capital
and labor, but also to those previously remote as science, technology and management. Despite the
fact that the production process is unbroken, it is now separated innovative process, covering the
period since the introduction of novelty to its final implementation in the production process, in
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other words - commercialization. Indeed, the role of innovation factor should not be
underestimated, as the leading Western economists rightly estimate it at least 88% of the main
factors in determining growth.

However, despite this significant value, it should be noted that the world still unfinished
debate about innovation unambiguous interpretation.

By R. Foster innovation - "a battle between innovators in the market or attacking - those
who are trying to make money by changing the order of things - and those who are defending,
protecting their current income. Innovation - is the fruit of the efforts of outstanding person,
property market undergoes repetition " [22]. In its definition of R. Foster demonstrates the
revolutionary nature of the innovations that have changed the course of things existing and
exacerbates conflict between conservatives and innovators, the cause of which is due to purely
economic factor - the change in future benefits. However, progress can not be stopped.

However, according to B. Twiss innovation should be tested market: "Innovation - is the
offer in the market for something new, for which the consumer is willing to pay. The invention is an
innovation if gets success in the market. Innovation - This application is a process in which an
invention or idea become economic substance "[20]. This opinion focuses on the commercial
success of new ideas and completely justified from an economic point of view. Any changes if they
cause monetary damage is not profitable, and therefore their implementation - irrational. At the
same time, purely technically these changes are innovations as the primary definition of responsible
innovation proposed by Schumpeter. But the undoubted advantage for understanding innovation B.
Twiss is economic rationality implicit in its definition.

Very short and concise definition of innovation provides G. Rihhz: "Innovation - a
commercial development of new ideas" [4]. However, this definition laid very deep meaning. When
innovation is understood not any innovation, and is receiving marketing. Obviously, at the time of
sale may still be unknown fact how profitable it will be, but if the idea deserves to be realized, even
if its commercial failure in its practical implementation, it can be considered an innovation.

Many scholars, moreover, argue about which is the area of implementation of innovations
should be considered an innovation. Thus, according to K. Freeman industrial innovation - "is
technical, design, production, management and commercial activities, making new (improved)
products or the first commercial use of new (improved) processes or equipment" [2]. At the same
time, R. Rothwell and P. Gardner turning their attention to the fact that "innovation — is not only the
commercialization of basic improvements in maintenance process (radical innovation), but the use
of small-scale changes in the technological skills (or a slight improvement innovation )" [3].
However, an attempt to unite all the conflicting views about the scope and nature of innovation
makes B. Santo, understanding innovation"a social, economic or technical process, through the
practical application of ideas and inventions to create better results with properties of products,
technologies and if it is on the market can provide additional benefits. Innovation - is a technical
and economic cycle in which the use of the results of research and development is directly
technical, economic changes affecting the activity of this area" [17].

Innovation as a kind of empirical research examines P. Drucker, who offers the following
definition: "Innovation — a special tool of entrepreneurs, through which they explore the changes
that are occurring in the economy and society, in order to use them in business or in different areas
of service. Innovation (innovation) is not so much technical as economic or social terms" [9] In
addition, Mr. Drucker remarked on the fact that innovation should be regarded as purely economic, not
a technical phenomenon.

Recognizing the revolutionary nature of the changes resulting innovations R. Nelson and
examined under S. Uinter innovation "change of routine" noting note that the effects of such changes are
determined by estimates of consumers [13].

The role of innovation as a factor of competition also supports Porter. He believes
innovation — is "an opportunity to gain competitive advantage. Innovation is characterized by a
broad sense, including both new technologies and new ways of working. Innovations are a new
product design, the new production process, in a new approach to marketing a new technique or
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additional training. Innovation is quite simple and small, are based more on the accumulation of
minor improvements and achievements than a single large technological breakthroughs" [15].
Unusual is the fact that Porter expands his vision of the nature of innovation, focusing not only on
technical and technological improvements, and looking at the smallest things, can provide a
competitive advantage.

"Innovation — the process of converting opportunities into new ideas that are widely
implemented in practice" — says the team of authors consisting Tidda D., D. Bessanta and K. Pavitti
[5]. Definition, they emphasize that innovation - is still the idea that there is a rational search for
new opportunities and their approbation.

G. Hamel and Prahalad K. focus on what innovations are able to provide significant business
benefits to their owners, "Innovations generate maximum profits ahead if other globally"[23].
Simultaneously, the famous financier George. Soros consider in innovations not only a source of
profit, but also a potential threat to financial stability, saying that innovation — is "one of the main
advantages of free markets, but innovation in financial markets inevitably give rise to instability.
Innovation brings intellectual satisfaction and profit innovators, but priority must be to maintain
stability or, more precisely, to prevent the development of undesirable trends in the markets" [19].

Particularly noteworthy Ukrainian labor economists in recent years. Thus, S. Pokropyvnyy
considers innovation as "introduction to business practice of innovation processes" [14], focusing
only on the moment actually commercializing innovative search. Chervanov D. and L. Neykov
propose the following definition, which reveal his vision of innovation: "Innovation — the process of
bringing scientific ideas or technical invention to the stage of practical use, income, and the related
process feasibility and other changes in the social environment " [24]. A. Datsiy, for forming their
own view of the nature of innovation, trying to focus on the fact that innovation does not depend on
the application, and therefore include "changes in engineering, technology, organization,
environment, economy and social sphere" [8]. Yuri Morozov says understanding the importance of
innovation, with an emphasis on innovation and profitability, innovation offers the following
insight: "Innovation in the broadest sense - is profitable innovations in the use of new technologies,
products and services, organizational, technical and socio-economic decisions manufacturing ,
financial, commercial, administrative or other measures " [12].

Trying to combine and summarize all of the above to the essence of innovation, the Law of
Ukraine "On innovation activity" proposed the following definition of innovation: "Innovation -
newly created (applied) and (or) improved competitive technologies, products and services as well
as organizational and technical solutions industrial, administrative, commercial or otherwise, which
significantly improve the structure and quality of production and (or) social " [1].

Summarizing the above, we can form a conclusion that a common vision about the nature of
innovation does not exist. This is evidenced by the fact that the essence of the term intuitively clear
to all, however, due to the dynamic development of innovation and intensification of scientific and
technological progress of recent years, a clear and definitive line that would completely cover the
essence of innovation today is not found possible.

Many scientists and economists consider changing innovations in only a few areas, such as
engineering or manufacturing technology and those views we identify with a narrow approach. At
the same time, a broad approach to understanding proposes to go beyond the scope of innovation
and, in addition, includes all phases of play, not only focusing on production.

We can see that the breadth of perception has international character and only indicates the
scope of the assignment at baseline by various scholars.

Obviously, the breadth of perception reflects the essence of innovation, not all aspects of
understanding. An important criterion is also the scale and innovation are the views of scientists can
also be divided. Although innovations by P. Drucker, and regarded as an economic phenomenon,
but the zoom macro and micro level may distort the perception of their essence. Macro and micro
economic processes rather poorly correlated with scientific and technological inventions, because
the process of individual search for truth, as evidenced by the thought of the great Russian writer
Boris Pasternak: "Truth seeking only single and broke with all who love her enough." However,
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despite the individual nature of the search for new ideas, the results of their implementation can
have a significant impact on a wide range of counterparties.

Having reviewed the main approaches to understanding the nature of innovation, we can
move to form conclusions about the role of innovation factor in terms of building a competitive
economy. Obviously, under an innovative competitive ability of subjects to be understood actively
pursue innovation and improve quality of life [7]. Important so, pay attention to the homogeneity of
the innovation process and its ability to meet its goals.

According to Russian scientists [21] innovation process is not uniform, and has a dual nature
and, accordingly, is divided into the process, the result of which should be research and
development, and process directly implementing scientific developments into practice in the form
of new products, technology, labor, production, marketing and more. Accordingly, it is obvious
impact not only the availability of opportunities for actual innovation, but also the presence of
potential to develop them.

Under the innovative potential, in particular, offered the opportunity to understand and
willingness to implement effective regional innovation [7]. In particular, the author clarifies the
nature of the possible - the availability and capacity balancing structure and readily understood by
the adequacy of capacity and available resources for effective innovation. By continuing your
research A.L. Antonjuk offers us a separate component of the innovation potential such as
"innovative auspiciousness", which refers to the actual level of innovation and commercialization of
new features quickly and create the necessary conditions for this [7].

Is a widely held belief that the development of innovative potential to improve the
competitiveness of innovation must perform the following steps:

1. Stimulate innovative activity entities at all levels;

2. Change management innovation policy at the regional level by adopting program and
economic methods;

3. The creation of an effective national system of regional innovation centers;

4. The establishment of an efficient system of innovation funding involving all sources;

5. Promotion of regional innovation infrastructure;

6. Comprehensive support of regional cooperation in the field of scientific and technical
activities;

7. Focus on calculations and synthesis of innovation capability at the stage of industrial
consumption, to study the impact of innovation processes in socio-economic development, defined
parameters that characterize the region's competitiveness.

At the same time, spreading the idea of the existence of "innovation paradox" - the
phenomenon by which is considered "increased spending on innovation in depressed regions and
relatively less opportunity to attract public money and private funding sources compared to
economically developed regions" [7. P. 37]. The existence of this paradox demonstrates the efforts
lengthening lost innovative capacity. It is obvious that the preservation and support stable dynamics
are less costly compared with the efforts necessary to quickly overcome the pull-down events.

Conclusions. Thus, considering all of the above, we can conclude the necessity of a
comprehensive examination of the problem of providing the necessary conditions for the
development of innovative factor in terms of the domestic economy. The actual problem is that
accumulation of innovation potential, including its important component - innovation by creating
favorable conditions for the proper innovation. At the same time, it is necessary to pay attention
more to explore the issue of innovation paradox. However, only focus on the problem of
accumulation of innovative potential is short-sighted, because the greatest benefit any innovation
brings not under development, but only under conditions of direct marketing.

Introduction. The problem of understanding the system of public audit is relatively new
and so clear and obvious is the fact that there are a number of outstanding issues which are
important and form the general direction of this new economic problems. The evolution of any
economic scientific thought is inextricably linked with solving applied problems, foremost of which
is the promotion of the subject, purpose and method. How object and method are so closely, that it
is hard to overestimate. Accordingly, creating and choosing some form of audit, it is necessary to
understand the purpose of the study and define possible expectations.

One of the most common forms of public audit is an audit of efficiency, the main difference
is the thrust of the simultaneous combination of the principles of economic efficiency. However,
along with a number of advantages of performance audit it also has some drawbacks, the main of
which is the lack of definition of the final calculation of the net effect of projects related to the use
of national resources that would be given an opportunity to view the effectiveness of projects and
work with monetary value, that would greatly simplify the process of analyzing and monitoring the
efficient use of state property.

Formulating goals and objectives of the article. The article aims to determine the main
components that form the final effect of the government programs and projects and the formation of
scientific and methodological approach to the determination of net final effect.

To achieve this goal the following objectives: 1) to investigate the function and purpose of
the state; 2) to assess their impact on the performance audit on government programs and projects.

The main material. Today, with the establishment in Ukraine economy to market relations,
there is a need for assessing the effectiveness of management of national resources, which should
lead to modernization of Audit Institution, send it to an in-depth analysis of public administration.

Consider in more detail the whole state. According to prominent economists C.R.
McConnell and S.L. Brue [5, P.9] main economic objectives of the state are:

e FEconomic growth. Doubtless the requirement to improve the welfare of economic
agents is to meet unlimited needs, which during use change and grow quantitatively
and qualitatively. Thus, only an increase in value of the total product manufacturing
is the key to prosperity subsequent periods. Analytical economic growth reflected as
an increase in per capita income (Formula 1).

o Full-time employment. It is providing all the factors of production and is one of the
main challenges and goals of the state;

o (Cost-effectiveness as the best results from consumption of resources in the
production process, and is seen as a source of achieving economic well-being;,

e A stable price level. Significant change in commodity prices over a short period of
time can significantly affect the economic balance. The state can not allow such
significant fluctuations, however, and the complete absence of well-being is not a
guarantee, because low rates of depreciation are considered as a factor stimulating
the economy [10];

e Economic freedom. The desire of freedom is a basic human need, he gets along with
life. Quoting words H. Forda «Government and appliances, money and goods have
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value and usefulness because only give people freedom» [9, P. 356] can best be
understood its meaning. In the economic life individual should be free and freely
take any economic decision, relying only on their strength and capabilities;

e FEquity income distribution. Considering the phase distribution, we know that there is
a range of options such distribution results of production. Selecting distribution that
would be fair for all participants and production is a major issue of public
administration and economic life of the country,

e Security. Persons who have lost their ability to earn a living, the state should ensure
support and social protection. According to Adam Smith, civilized society - a society
depending on its separate individuals, but this dependence is not onerous, and if the
knowledge can give significant positive results. This dependence is not the result of
an agreement, and the objective laws of human society [8].

In fact, the implementation of each specific economic goals of the state has a positive impact
on the welfare of society and the citizen in particular. Economic growth, as the main purpose of
economic functions of the state, especially, has a positive effect on the growth of cultural household
income. In fact, the cultural part, ceteris paribus, is growing faster than economic growth.

The validity of such views is also confirmed by classical ideas of economic theory, as
Keynes said that his approach to the analysis of consumption based on the following statement:
«The general psychological law, the existence of which we can be sure not only on the basis of a
priori reasoning and knowledge of human nature, but as a detailed study of past experience is that
people usually tend on average to increase their consumption of the revenues, but to a lesser degree
than increasing income» [4, P. 51].

At the end quantify the effect of projects related to the use of national resources we offer
turn to the analysis of growth of real well-being of persons subject to such government measures.
Consider the structure of household incomes more. Schematically household income in economic
theory are divided into consumption and savings (Fig. 1).

A positive feature of the structure of household income is the possibility of separate analysis
of consumption as a component of real wealth, aimed at meeting the needs of current and savings as
part of which manages a household based on their future interests. These interests include: the
formation of saving for the future to improve the quality to meet consumer needs for future
investment or savings to reduce the time spent at work and increasing the share of income going to
households with the use of capital. These views are confirmed as permanent income theory and the
theory of the life cycle of consumption and savings.

Milton Friedman, Nobel laureate, introduces the term «permanent income» to characterize
the average income of the receiving household for a long period [7]. Permanent income model first
introduced in 1957 in the study «The theory of consumption function.» The main provisions of this
theory is the fact that households are trying to align their consumption over time and choose the
uniform trajectory consumption compared to irregular.

A new theory of consumption explained by the fact that the marginal propensity to consume
is not permanent, but varies with income and marginal propensity to consume out of current income
is much lower marginal propensity to consume out of permanent income. According to the model of
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permanent income, households reduce their current consumption, this suggests pessimistic
expectations for the economy in the future and vice versa.

According to the life cycle model of consumption and savings, as in the case of permanent
income model, consumption depends on income, the expected lifetime, rather than from income of
the current period. The principal contribution to the life cycle hypothesis is to establish the fact that
income varies systematically over the life of the individual that determines the strategy for saving
life cycle. The author of this theory is also a Nobel laureate Franco Modigliani. According to this
theory, young people take loans, expecting large earnings in the future, a future in adulthood and
begin to repay their savings to generate retirement period [3].

The disadvantage of this consideration household income is only the fact that for such a
structure can not see the actual change in welfare. Thus, an increase in savings will not talk about
improving welfare, it is possible that the family refuses to current consumption for large purchases
in the future. Similarly, reducing consumption is not always talks about quality of life, it is possible
that changing family residence began to save on costs associated with road work.

Based on all the above, we believe it is necessary to change the existing understanding of the
structure of income advanced components. We believe it is necessary to apply psychological
theories of motivation — namely to the two-factor theory of motivation developed in the late 1950s,
Frederick Herzberg [6]. According to Herzberg satisfaction from work affecting the following
factors:

- Hygiene factors — factors that are mandatory for the job. The absence of these factors
does stay on the job impossible;

- Motivational factors — their presence is not mandatory, but significant effect on
improving labor [6].

As Herzberg classified conditions, we propose to determine the effectiveness of the final
effect of the implementation of government programs and projects, classified structure of household
incomes. Thus, for example Herzberg, we share household income on hygiene component
mandatory for household subsistence and cultural component, the existence of which is not
mandatory, but reflect more the welfare of the family.

The cultural component — it's part of household income that is not related to its actual
operation, but must grow at improving welfare. In the proposed structure of household income can
be represented as follows (Fig. 2).

By hygienic component we include share of income a household needed for its normal
functioning and implementation of reproductive function. In conducting practical research
component under hygienic consider the initial state of the household consumption until the
implementation of the results of projects associated with the use of national resources. Unlike the
income structure under consideration in economic theory, hygienic component can consist of
consumer spending, and with the savings that are mandatory for the household. This approach gives
us more opportunities to review and analyze the pleasure of implementation of those projects.

The cultural component of household income reflects the share of income remaining after
satisfaction of hygienic needs and can be spent to improve their welfare. It is the degree of growth
of the cultural component of household income and can judge the degree of improvement of
household wealth. Our view is reinforced by the views of economists fundamentalists — namely
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Engel's law [2]. According to consumer behavior which is inextricably linked to the income they
receive, and as revenue growth consumption of goods increases disproportionately.

Consequently, the main indicator of household wealth and, consequently, the criterion of
efficiency projects associated with the use of national resources shall increase the cultural
component of household income, which can be calculated as follows (Formula 2).

Accordingly, given the uneven changes in the structure of household income, subject to
general economic growth, analytically the impact of economic growth can be represented as follows
(Formula 3).

Ag — increase in economic growth.

At the same time, it should be noted that economic growth may be the result of extensive
factors, namely the involvement of all inputs to the process of reproduction. Thus, to achieve a state
of economic objectives (to achieve full employment) is the key to the implementation of other
(economic growth). However, along with the extensive growth factors do not forget intensive
component of expanded reproduction. Thus, economic efficiency, won by science and technology
and rational use of scarce resources will certainly contribute to improving the well-being and will
indicate the positive impact of projects related to the use of national resources.

The decisive factor for the welfare and economic growth A. Smith calls the progress of
participants consciousness due process. So, to quote him verbatim: «On the contrary, civilized and
prosperous nations — and although they share most people are not working, besides many idle
consumes ten times more than most workers - a product of all the work society is so great often all
there in abundance provided by him, so that the lower and poorer worker category, if provident and
industrious, may enjoy more convenience and necessity items lives than any savage» [8], we
understand that it is the key to technological progress overall economic growth.

Another important component analysis of methodological framework for evaluating the
effectiveness of implementation of projects related to the use of national resources is a stable price
level. Previously we have reported that the analysis should be taken only real income and, therefore,
the real change of its components, but a stable price level has significant social and economic
impact, from the standpoint of stabilization of economic relations is an effective indicator of
determining the degree of development of the economy. The stabilization of prices positively affect
the purchasing power of real income, even with constant their value, clearly demonstrates the
positive changes in the economy.

Sustainability inflation as the fact, already seen as a significant positive thing but steady
reduction in inflation provides really argue about positive changes in the economy, provided that
the optimal rate of inflation. Reducing the rate of inflation can be seen as an actual increase in real
income, respectively, and the mechanism of the effect on the cultural component will be the same.

Economic freedom is actually manifested the ability to manage their own revenues and form
their own costs. In fact, if the household is forced, for any reason of their income to spend on the
will of third parties, we can speak of pressure and suppression of freedom of expression and to
disposal of own revenues. The mechanism of economic freedom is manifested through increased
cultural component of household income, since the latter forms the enforcement costs are not on
their own will, and, accordingly, such actions do not lead to satisfaction (Formula 6).

f— factor that determines the degree of economic freedom. If a household has the ability to
fully manage their own income, then f is unity and varies depending on changes in the share of
income that actually manages the household.

Equity income distribution is played by one of the decisive role in shaping economic
relations in the country. Equitable distribution of income in society indicates a high degree of
economic development and the presence of visual motivation to improve productivity and learning.
In countries with a high level of economic development is usually a gap between the rich and the
poor little that can not be said of countries with emerging economies.

The degree of income distribution in society is determined by the Gini coefficient, which
allows you to see how the current situation differs from ideal. Based on the nature of the economic
functions of the state, increasing the degree of fairness of income distribution in the economy is an
important element in the implementation of government programs. Accordingly, to achieve social
justice for revenue sharing should also be taken into account when determining the final effect of
the implementation of government projects. To determine this value we offer the absolute growth

The most controversial is the last state objective - namely, the state guarantees. On the one
hand, it is clear that in case of losing the ability to earn a living person should not left for good.
However, the practice of substantial state support for the non-working population adversely affects
the interest of people in work. A striking example of this situation is the United States, with its
extremely high support non-working population. The effectiveness of state guarantees at the same
time, we believe, can be observed due to the positive growth rate of economic fairness of income
distribution, while a slight increase revenues. According to Adam Smith "economic man" quickly
reach their goals, if not wait affection of others, and appeal to their selfish motives and prove that its
own interests to do for themselves what is needed [8].

Thus, government spending related to the protection of so-called socially disadvantaged
groups are compensated and the opportunity for retraining and earning a living alternative ways.
This venture will enable to cut government spending and reduce the tax burden on society. Size
reduction of the tax burden calculated using the formula 8.

Considering all the above, we can proceed to solve the methodological problem of
determining the final effect of projects related to the use of national resources on auditing the
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efficiency of public purpose programs and projects. By combining all the components of the
economic objective functioning of the state as an economic entity, we offer the following scientific
and methodical approach to determining the final effect of projects related to the use of national
resources (Formula 9).

At the same time, performance audit should answer questions as economically sound is the
introduction and implementation of any project. Accordingly, from this perspective, the calculation
of the final effect of projects involving use of national resources is not final size, do not disclose the
effectiveness of state reform. To address the question of economic efficiency, we propose a course
of performance audits, correcting figure final effect on the value of the initial investment on its
implementation to obtain the final net effect of projects related to the use of national resources,
which has the following analytical form (Formula 10).

In calculating the net effect of the final projects associated with the use of national resources
all indicators compared to the same date, and accordingly, the data of the final effect of the initial
investment and the discounted or compounded a single moment in time. This approach in the
implementation of efficiency audit provides an opportunity to view the effectiveness of projects and
work with monetary expression, which greatly simplifies the process of analyzing and monitoring
the efficient use of state property.

Conclusions. Objective indicators of effectiveness and optimality of state property during
the audit of effectiveness will enable significantly increase the level of control at all stages of
projects related to the use of national resources. Use of final effect has a new vision of the practical
implementation of scientific and methodological foundations efficiency audit in question today, as
the most optimal form during the control over the use of public finances (property).

Corruption in Ukraine has signs of systemic phenomenon, which extends its negative impact
on all spheres of public life, deeper rooting in everyday life as basic, fastest and most effective
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means of illegal issues, achieve certain goals. The scale of corruption threaten the national security
of Ukraine. This requires the immediate adoption of systematic and consistent measures based on a
single national anti-corruption strategy [1].

Development and implementation of anti-corruption policy needs can consider a number of
factors, political, legal, administrative, economic and informational nature, affecting the
effectiveness of anti-corruption measures. The purpose of the National Anti-Corruption Strategy is
to reduce the level of corruption in Ukraine by eliminating conditions of its emergence through the
introduction of preventive measures, strengthening the rule of law, as well as the formation of a
society intolerant, negative attitude to corruption as socially dangerous phenomenon through joint
efforts of state and public structures involving international organizations.

It is worth noting that a prerequisite for the success of anti-corruption policy is the
responsibility of the essence of anti-corruption nature of corruption: the higher the degree of
corruption risks in a particular area of the national economy, the higher should be increased focus
and intensity applicable anti-corruption measures.

In addition, the effectiveness of anti-corruption policy depends on the adequacy of anti-
corruption instruments, the choice of the most effective organizational and legal means to counter
corruption signs with the following factors:

— identify corruption risks in a particular field or industry of the national economy;

— the nature of corruption; of sociological research on the state of corruption in the area of
entrepreneurship;

— anti-corruption monitoring results;

— other factors that allow a more or less individualized application of anti-corruption tools.

The effectiveness of anti-corruption policy depends on ensuring the required level of
specialization of anti-corruption measures to take account of the main factors that affect the risks of
corruption, including:

- Concentration of efforts in the spheres of national economy that have elevated risks of
corruption;

- Increasing government and public control of public functions and duties of persons whose
actions associated with elevated risks of corruption;

- Prevalence of corruption in a particular area;

- The specific forms of corruption relations existing in a particular field of management.

Therefore, the effectiveness of anti-corruption measures largely depends on:

- Properly selected object anticorruption impact (public service officials);

- The degree of involvement of civil society in the activities of identifying and publicizing
corruption facts;

- Proper degree of coordination bodies and officials, responsible that include detecting and
preventing corruption, and social control structures.

The effectiveness of anti-corruption policy depends on the business motivation levels, and
professional training of persons to duties which include measures for the prevention and
suppression of corruption, coordinate and monitor the implementation of plans and programs to
combat corruption.

Efficiency measures also depends on the regional perspective. Thus, in some regions of
corruption can lead to a "clan" of power, which leads to monopolization of power in the political
and economic life of certain regions. Also to corruption include elements ethnocracy, violations of
human rights by ethnicity.

For effective implementation of anti-corruption capacity procedure, it is necessary to define
the following necessary measures:

1. Creating efficient civil control.

Basic work to improve public participation in the anti-corruption policy should aim to
ensure information transparency of state and free access to relevant information; raise awareness
about ongoing anti-corruption measures, including by increasing the role of anti-corruption
advocacy; increasing public councils in the government and business associations, including
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ensuring their independence from government and binding account of their position and
recommendations for decision-making; enhancing the role of civil society in monitoring the
accuracy of the data indicated in public statements of authorities and organizations receiving
budgetary support as well as spending budget authority; thorough investigation of reports of cases
of illegal use of budget funds with mandatory proof to the general public of the results of these
investigations.

2. The development of effective international cooperation in combating corruption and
implements the following activities:

- Compliance with the UN Convention and the Convention of the Council of Europe in
terms of improvement of criminal liability for corruption; national anti-corruption policy ratified by
the Parliament of Ukraine in October 2006 - The United Nations Convention against Corruption,
which among other key principles of the States Parties policy on preventing and combating
corruption identifies public access to anti-corruption processes [2].

- Development cooperation relevant authorities of different countries in order to increase the
effectiveness of measures to combat corruption;

- The study of international experience in combating corruption and implementing best
practices to combat corruption in national practice;

- The use of foreign experience to train civil servants and representatives of civil society to
modern methods of combating corruption;

- The use of mechanisms of international and regional organizations (such as the OECD, the
Council of Europe and others) for enhanced international cooperation of the authorities in
combating corruption;

- Participation in international research and monitoring of corruption.

3. Formation of performance criteria and the implementation of anti-corruption measures.

Effective implementation of anti-corruption policy requires the development of performance
criteria implementation of anti-corruption measures, including:

1) performance criteria should be differentiated depending on combating corruption -
corruption prevention, combating corruption, disaster corrupt relations;

2) for each type of anti-corruption measures recommended to create specific criteria and
indicators characterizing the effectiveness of their implementation;

3) performance implementation of anti-corruption measures should not substitute
quantitative indicators of events, especially those that are not the result of purposeful activity and do
not depend on the efforts of responsible agencies and officials;

4) criteria and performance indicators should confirm or refute the fact of reducing
corruption risks creating favorable conditions for detection, suppression and investigation of
corruption offenses, the number of crimes of corruption offenses;

5) performance criteria and anticorruption policy should be supported not only according to
reports state agencies, but independent sources of information, opinion polls, expert assessments;

6) criteria and performance indicators should cover all areas of anti-corruption reflect the
state of corruption of various types;

7) performance criteria for the implementation of anti-corruption measures should reflect the
dynamics over a period of anti-corruption policy.

4. Improving the legal culture of the population. In this respect, it is necessary to work on
improving the legal culture and legal awareness public, which is intended to form a high level of
legal culture of the population, the tradition of respect for the law, integrity and honesty as the
dominant model of social behavior. Implementation of these measures requires organizational and
financial support. Among the anti-corruption measures related to the formation of anti-corruption
legal conscience should isolate the system increase legal literacy and culture of the population, and
anti-corruption legal education.

5. The principle of mandatory consideration of the results of anti-corruption expertise. One
of the main National Strategy for Combating Corruption is to improve the organizational principles
of anti-corruption examination of normative legal acts and draft legal acts and increase its
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effectiveness. This improvement should be conducted on the basis of criteria and indicators of
effectiveness of implementation of anti-corruption measures.

7. Improving the effectiveness of anti-corruption monitoring.

Formation of criteria and performance measures implementing anti-corruption monitoring
should be based on the following requirements: anti-corruption monitoring system should be based
on sound methods of scientific and practical analysis and assessment of corruption; monitoring
should not be worn in-house, ie locked on the study of official documents, reports, memos state and
municipal authorities; monitoring shall be carried out by officials on the activities which it is
intended to provide information (called self-monitoring) - it must necessarily engage civil society
and expert organizations.

The main objectives of the anti-corruption monitoring should be: comprehensive monitoring
of changes in state and corruption, the main forms of its manifestation; continuous monitoring
implementation of activities related to corruption risks; early detection and prediction of negative
processes affecting the level of corruption; assessment of the effectiveness of the anti-corruption
policy adopted anti-corruption measures; information on the status and effectiveness of anti-
corruption.

Therefore, effective anti-corruption policy should provide an efficient mechanism for social
control, the development of effective international cooperation in combating corruption, formation
and performance criteria for the implementation of anti-corruption measures, improving the legal
culture of the population, the introduction of the principle of mandatory consideration of the results
of anti-corruption expertise, improve anti-corruption monitoring.

In the context of the European experience of quality assurance and product safety, some trends of Ukrainian
food market and ways of Ukrainian food industry enterprises adaptation to the international food markets requirements
have been considered.

In the context of markets globalization and increasing competition, more and more attention
is paid to issues of quality and safety of agri-food products. These particular components of
characteristics of food have become a determining factor of successful business enterprises. The
quality and safety of food along with its accessibility and affordability is a critical component of
food security of the country [1].

Quality and food safety is often not an observable feature, and the consumer has to rely on
the information provided by the manufacturer. It has to be created a confidential relationship
between consumers and food products manufacturers, which imposes some responsibility on
producers and determines the nature of its actions towards strengthening the market position and
image building of the company. This practice was originated and operates in Western countries. Its
violation, in contrast to the Ukrainian realities, able to bankrupt any food business. Meanwhile,
ensuring quality and food safety is a priority public health issue in developed countries and in
countries that are developing. It encourages governments to develop and Refine the regulatory
framework, an effective system of ensuring food safety, ensuring the responsible conduct of
manufacturers and suppliers throughout the supply chain and access of consumers to safe food. It is
urgent to focus attention on safety and quality of food products management is demonstrated by the
fact that the actual number of cases of diseases caused by harmful food products is much higher
than the number of registered cases.

Therefore, the aim of this article is to determin trends of Ukrainian food market, the
European requirements as for products quality and safety, adaptation of national food industry
enterprises to the global requirements of the WTO and the world food market and grounding ways
of its safe formation. Ukraine's membership in the WTO in the context of global escalating
competition requires a significant acceleration of the process of improving the quality of
management in the national scale and promoting the efficiency and competitiveness of domestic
enterprises and organizations. Current social and economic conditions require the immediate
development of domestic enterprises to tough conditions of international markets, improved
consumer protection and technical regulations and their components the standardization, conformity
assessment and metrology in accordance with international practice and EU requirements, further
correcting the philosophy of the economics and business development, new common culture of
quality throughout the state formation.

Market transformation in the agricultural sector associated with the emergence of new
trends that became evident in the redistribution of the volumes of gross output of crop and livestock
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production between the public and private sectors. About 70% of gross agricultural output is
produced in households, which are, as you know, at the lowest level of social organization of
production in terms of innovation receptivity, agribusiness management, low marketability of
production and products non-compliance with the requirements of national and international
standards [2, p. 181].

Economic instability and constantly enhancing food prices have significantly changed the
purchasing power of all population segments, increased the proportion of families living below the
poverty line. Social differentiation of the population generates the demand for all kinds of high and
low-quality food due to the creditworthiness of the consumer. However, the diversity and richness
of the food market in the absence of public awareness and proper control, create conditions for mass
consumption of low-quality and dangerous products. Though, consumer behavior is built on the
simple satisfaction of needs in food, as a vital necessity.

The abovementioned tendencies from the point of view of preserving the health of the
nation, accompanied by a decrease in the manufacturers’ liability for compliance with the
technologies of production and processing the agricultural products. This is especially true as for
small businesses that do not have laboratories of quality, pay insufficient attention to the input
quality control of raw materials (nitrates, pesticides, heavy metals, antibacterial drugs,
radionuclides) and process control (for improving taste and appearance characteristics used by more
than 500 synthetic additives) and focused mainly on the technical terms production, not technical
regulations. In addition, there are cases of disclosure of "clandestine manufacture" of food products
and smuggling contraband goods into the country. All of this contributes to food market products
replenishment, which contains a hazard - chemical, physical, biological or physical (material) that
might affect human health.

Main reasons for the quality and food safety decrease are formed directly in the production
sphere and in the sphere of transportation, storage and trade. They include:

in the field of agriculture:

- the growth of anthropogenic and technogenic load on the environment;

- violation the agricultural technologies of agricultural crops cultivation;

- the use of medicinal and hormonal drugs, of synthetic vitamins, transgenic feed in
livestock farming;

in the field of food industry:

- inadequate health care level of production; the loosening of production control, outdated
standards and their lack of expertise;

- adulteration of foodstuffs;

in the sphere of food products preservation:

- lack of hygienic packagings certification which are in direct contact with food;

- using, while food products processing for the purpose of their disinfection, abiological
safety products, but ultraviolet radiation, ozone, chemicals, gas environment;

in the field of transportation:

- lack of specialized transport and control system over the food transportation that spoils
quickly;

in the field of trade:

- sanitary norms and rules violation, trade expired and counterfeit goods;

- a large number of intermediaries in the way the food passes from producer to consumer [3,
p. 47; 4, CH. 4].

Regulation and control over these areas in European practice is carried out with the help of
food law, components of which are:

1. "horizontal" legislation that regulates the safety of a wide range of food products or
groups (hygiene and monitoring compliance in relation to traditional and new food products,
additives, materials in contact with food).

2. marking and labeling;
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3. "vertical" directives concerning specific types of products, special purpose products, or
products produced in a particular region. They normalize all the constituent aspects of a product:
raw material, manufacturing process, ingredients, labelling, etc.

All regulations back three main objectives of food law, namely:

* health care: subject only safe food may subject to the sale.

* consumer protection against fraud.

* proper awareness.

Thus, achieving compliance with the requirements of the WTO and the Codex Alimentarius
Commission within the scope of which the member States of the WTO to independently monitor
the compliance with EU directives and the EU keep the Commission informed about its activities.
In European practice developed systems of food safety to identify and control potential hazards with
a view to their prevention. That is, product safety is ensured by the quality system. In turn, the
consumer has to trust that the quality requirements will be satisfied.

For the food industry several types of quality assurance systems (QA-system) have been
developed. The codes of base practice (for example, the Code of good manufacturing practice
(GMP), the Code of good hygienic practice (GHP), etc.) The HACCP system (hazard analysis and
control critical points), ISO (International organization for standardization), as well as combined
systems. The code of good manufacturing practice and HACCP are focused on ensuring compliance
with process requirements, and system ISO focused on the management [5,p. 90].

The EU has proposed a radically new approach regarding the development of security
standards in the food facilities production. It is based on the need to ensure a high level of food
safety in future and based on the following principles, which apply throughout Europe:

1. the principle of production and sale of the food chain;

. the principle of entrepreneur responsibility.

. the principle of traceability;

. independent scientific risk assessment;

. the distinction between risk assessment and risk management;
. preventive principle;

. transparent risk communication;

Over the past two years independent national Agency dealing with food safety, based in
almost all member States of the EU. Within the scope of their competence includes:

- preparation of independent scientific advice on all matters related to food safety,

- early warning systems functioning,

- dialogue with consumers on the subject of food safety and health,

- cooperation with the national agencies of other countries.

The establishment of an independent entity was accompanied by the adoption of a number
of other measures aimed at the improvement and harmonization of all legislation in relation to all
aspects of food production all the way "from farm to table".

Ukrainian food industry to satisfy a wide range of EU requirements. The food industry is
one of the leading industries of Ukraine, it unites more than 20 industries that produce food.
Nowadays, the food industry is approximately 15% of all products produced on the territory of
Ukraine. The increasing number of food manufacturers shows the development of this sector, which
remains one of the most attractive for both foreign and domestic investors. But in recent years the
development of the food industry in Ukraine is characterized by a sharp decrease of the
technological level of production, lower sales volumes and product mix, quality degradation, loss of
investment and innovative processes, the displacement of national food products with internal and
external food markets, decrease in the volume of budget revenues and foreign exchange earnings.
The Ukrainian agricultural sector and food production are poorly integrated into the international
trading system. Meanwhile, the food industry of Ukraine is able not only to meet the needs of the
domestic market for food products, but also to develop a strong export potential of the state and to
compete in the international food market [6].

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Quality and safety, being the factors of competitive advantages of products and enterprises,
at the same time not stimulate work in this direction. Such a stimulus may be a change in consumer
preferences.

In the national food industry prevails orientation on production processes and technological
processes. The current situation in the markets of food products and in the value chain of food
products from agricultural raw materials is unguided through the variability of customer
requirements, increased competition, environmental issues, government interests, and the like. This
leads to the modern dynamics of quality food products development. The production of agricultural
raw materials and food industries are still in transition from a focus on costs to customer
orientation. In the Executive branch generally discontinued implementation of quality management
systems. No organized system monitoring and research of cases that have happened through the
dangerous products (services), for the purpose of generalization and training for the Government of
Ukraine informed recommendations regarding the prevention and reduction of such cases and their
consequences. Not widely spread, the development of sectoral and regional programs of
improvement of management systems based on international and national standards and modern
concepts of perfection using the best international and domestic practice. The quality (in the broad
sense) did not become a national idea of the Ukrainian society.

Orientation of business entities to maximize profits has resulted in conditions of food
shortage, surging imports, weak state control and supervision in the loss of food quality. Especially
unsaturated market, but there is an opposite trend when the quantity of food is also accompanied by
a loss of quality. Of course, competition in the food market is forcing manufacturers to make
purposeful steps to meet consumer demand, expanding their market niches, diversification of the
product range. But in low purchasing power of the population, targeting it on a cheap product, the
lack of mass interest in the composition of the consumed products, enterprises-producers have no
motivation as to appropriate labeling and advertising the quality of their products. Moreover, there
is a trend of inconsistency consumer demand for a quality product contrary to the expectations of
the manufacturer.

A qualitative product can not be cheap, but this fact leads to the fact that the number of
products remains without attention of the consumer. Thus, the retail food market offers both
domestic and imported products of different quality and does not guide the consumer in his choice.
Trade, in its turn, is in no hurry to get rid of defective goods, as the focus on the profits
maximization associated with higher costs and losses.

Improving the quality and its component - the safety of agricultural products and food is a
priority that requires a national strategy and tactics as a tool of strategy implementation in this area.
The strategy achieves the main purpose of using the intermediate solution of tactical problems
involving:

- Ukrainian legislation harmonization to the EU legislation according to the Association
Agreement and relevant international standards, in particular on issues of food safety, sanitary and
phytosanitary control, as well as measures identified by the action Plan for implementation The
Association agreement;

- definition of priority directions of social and economic revival of the state and society to
ensure further development of the national movement for quality and excellence and its integration
into the pan-European movement to ensure the modern world and European trends, particularly in
regard to the strengthening of social orientation and the dissemination of the concepts of
organizational perfection

- systematization of actions of the government, regional administrations, management of
companies regarding the production of quality and safe products, to continue work on the adoption
of technical regulations developed on the basis of the relevant legislative acts of the EU, as well as
7064 national standards of Ukraine harmonized with international and European standards;

- long - term, the most fundamental questions of the theory and practice of introduction of
the domestic agricultural and food enterprises of quality management systems, preparation of the
enterprises in this process;
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- solving the problems of motivation and stimulation of domestic producers, investment and
innovation policy formation, tax, financial and credit mechanisms;

- the creation of an integrated food safety systems built on the basis of risk assessment of
foodborne, and the development of evidence-based interventions for preventing security breaches
throughout the chain of production and use of food products;

- improvement of legislative, regulatory and methodological framework for monitoring the
quality and safety of products, including harmonization with the international requirements of
safety criteria for food products on the basis of fundamental research in the field of nutrition
science;

-improving the efficiency of the organization control of product safety, including the
establishment of modern technical base and production base of laboratories processing enterprises;

- strengthening of requirements to entities that are engaged in the manufacture,
transportation and sale of products for the strict implementation of the established sanitary
trnovany;,

- ensuring strict observance of technological regimes, health and sanitation requirements
established by regulatory legal acts;

- creating and maintaining proper systems and infrastructure ensure food safety (e.g.,
laboratories) with a view to taking appropriate measures and risk management security products the
food throughout the food chain, including in emergencies;

- development of cross-sectoral collaboration to improve communication and ability for joint
action between sectors such as public health, animal health, agriculture, etc.;

- the inclusion of food safety in the broader policies and programmes in the field of food
(e.g. food security);

- search benchmarking models with the aim of establishing standard food production safety;

- development of models of good practice retail trade of food products based on the hygienic
requirements for the operation of stores that can be offered for use in countries that are developing.

On the background of significant challenges to the quality and safety of products fill the
domestic market, the system of state protection of consumer rights in Ukraine remains imperfect
and does not meet the requirements of time and situation in the country. The public has virtually no
influence on the actions and decisions of the government on issues of consumer protection, which
are mainly non-public and non-transparent character, and public organizations (associations)
consumers do not receive adequate support from the authorities.

It should be noted that in the field of consumer education on food safety is the most
important information of the population about the importance of healthy nutrition standards in the
technological processes of preparation and storage of food products, ensuring proper labeling of
food products to choose healthier foods, improving surveillance systems (surveillance). To ensure
food safety it is necessary at the national level to integrate the activities of various line departments
responsible for production, storage and consumption of products, apply a preventive control system
the safety and quality of food products based on hazard analysis critical control points, monitoring.

An important prerequisite for the practical implementation of monitoring food safety is the
organization of an electronic system of data collection and processing. This system will allow
online organize information accumulated in the work of ongoing supervision; to unify information
about food products; to conduct separate accounting information about the products of mass
consumption; to establish the relationship between the incidence in humans and the results of
studies of food products; promptly evaluate the effectiveness of activities.

The introduction of a system of disease surveillance systems for monitoring food safety will:

firstly, to evaluate the actual contamination of food and adverse effects on the health of the
population;

secondly, to create a national database of pollutants for the scientific substantiation of
regulations and the development of targeted interventions for the prevention of any emerging risks
associated with food products. The solution to this problem at the state level also need to harmonize
domestic standards, sanitary norms and rules with international.
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Thus, the most important task of the Ukrainian economy is the implementation of quality
systems and certification for enterprises in general, and especially in food factories that form the
export potential of the country. This direction can be considered as an important condition for the
competitiveness of products in domestic and foreign markets, as a basis for the consumer demand
formation and consumer confidence credit, as a way to expand our markets and guarantee a stable
product safety, as the basis of financial stability and investment activity.

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DEVELOPMENT OF THE CONCEPT OF ENTERPRISE VALUE
MANAGEMENT IN MODERN ECONOMY

In the article there are considered theoretical and practical aspects of enterprise value management . There
are also defined the main directions of the development of an enterprise value management concept in current
economic circumstances.
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Modern economy is always under transformation condition, it is characterized by growth of
dynamics and uncertainty of market processes, of threats to emergence and expansion of financial
and economic crises. To ensure effective and ongoing activity of enterprises in such conditions it is
necessary to implement the management concepts which are adequate to modern economic realities,
one of which is value based management - VBM.

In the VBM concept to maximize enterprise value is the main purpose of management and
the criterion of business success in major changes of external and internal enterprises’ environment.

The concept of value management is traditionally based on the hypothesis of efficient
markets which implies the existence of correspondence of fundamental and market value [1, p. 3-4].

As a result, the overall objective of value management in the form of maximizing the value
in the concept of VBM is transformed into a specific goal — to maximize market value of enterprises
and their shares.

Creation of market value is carried out under conditions of financialization of the economy
which has a significant impact on modern development of enterprises.

Financialization of the economy is a process of transformation of financial capital into
fictitious and virtual capital and its separation from the real production sphere [2; 3].

Financialization is accompanied by outflow of capital from a real economic sector into a
more profitable direction of financial investments; by increased speculation at financial markets, by
increased imbalance between the scale of financial operations and fundamental value of assets; by
decreased efficiency of the mechanism which creates market value because this mechanism is
becoming more and more independent on value-forming processes at enterprises. In such a situation
there doesn’t really work the basic statement of the VBM concept about correspondence of
fundamental and market value; and market value cannot reflect the process of creating real value at
an enterprise for some objective reason and, therefore, cannot perform as a reliable target criterion
of management.

The value management concept in modern economy should be implemented not through
administrative influence on market forms of value, but through management efforts channeled into
making internal processes of creating fundamental enterprise value more active.

Creating fundamental value implies having results (effects) in operating, investing and
financing at enterprises which are all taken together perform as a basis for creating market value.

Fundamental value should be regarded as a direct object of management which enables
management staff to accomplish its functions in value management most effectively.

In the process of enterprise value management one should take into consideration
interrelationship between fundamental and market value. As M.V. Kudina notes, on the one hand,
change of enterprise fundamental value should be sooner or later reflected in its market estimation
by other market subjects; on the other hand, namely market activity of these subjects determines
availability and price of company sources of finances which influence a final indicator of its
fundamental value [4, p. 44].

Management should realize that under present conditions a company’s successful
performance depends upon the degree of its market positive perception, upon the level of a
company’s market estimation by all the economic agents. Thus one of the key factors of creating
enterprise fundamental value is its market value; in the process of its formation there is being
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determined the demanded by the investors income rate from their investment into the given
company. Market value of own and loan capital is the starting point when we determine the level of
expenditures in order to finance an enterprise.

Value-based management should channel enterprise activity into its market value growth by
way of building adequate relations with business environment, simultaneously keeping its strategic
direction to increasing a company's fundamental value.

Enterprise value performs as an aggregate indicator of not only operational, investment and
financial efficiency of activity, but also expresses social effectiveness of enterprises. Social
effectiveness as a value component is being formed in the process of meeting demands of all the
interested persons — stakeholders at the expense of the corresponding results of enterprise
functioning.

In current market circumstances an enterprise is a core of interests’ interaction of different
groups of stakeholders who are owners (shareholders), creditors, managers, personnel, partners,
states. Stakeholders have significant impact on efficiency of an enterprise’s performance, are
interested in such activity of a definite economic agent, which results in meeting their demands.
Achievement of social effectiveness of performance of an enterprise is practically connected with
creating value for its stakeholders.

Managerial decisions in a modern organization are taken considering expectations of
stakeholders, id est they are socially responsible. Social responsibility is integrated into activity of
the whole organization, used in relation to social institutions and is a necessary indicator of
successful implementation of VBM concept in modern economic conditions.

Enterprise value in its integrated view is an input into this value by each of the groups of
stakeholders who count on satisfying their own interests by way of having the corresponding benefit
from a company’s efficient performance. At the same time stakeholders’ interests perform as the
most mobile and conflict element of company internal environment. Resulting from it there appears
the necessity to coordinate and balance interests of stakeholders with the help of managerial impact,
id est a problem of social responsibility acquires a management content.

Application of a stakeholder theory in practice of enterprise value management presupposes
identification of main stakeholder’s groups, verification of their interests’ range, coordination
(balance) and satisfaction of these interests by way of more active participation of stakeholders in
the process of enterprise value formation.

Value-based management creates the mechanism which embraces interests of all the
stakeholders more fully by way of uniting their interests on the base of a universal target criterion
like maximization of enterprise value management and estimation of each stakeholder group’s input
into reaching that aim. It results into activization of stakeholders’ interaction and intensification of
their positive influence on enterprises’ activity. This way it is founded the base for expansion of
management opportunities in efficient enterprise management.

Implementation of social responsibility principles into enterprise value management is
aimed to simultaneous protection of the interests of different stakeholders’ groups, to settlement of
contradictions between a multipurpose character of enterprise activity and necessity to satisfy each
of the interested groups; and such implementation also focuses a managerial process on a steady
enterprise development in the long run.

Value-based management should be considered as an efficient way of harmonizing
stakeholders’ interests by way of purposeful control over the process of creation of stakeholder
value.

In the framework of implementation of a value-based management concept a key goal of a
company’s activity is to create added value for stakeholders through reaching harmony in various
interests of different categories of stakeholders [5, p. 59].

Maximization of total stakeholder value without value losses value for each of the
stakeholders’ groups and on this basis attaining optimal balance of stakeholders’ interests is
becoming a priority managerial task.
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Therefore, a modern value management concept ought to be based on a fundamental
stakeholder approach, which is focused on creation of real enterprise value while producing wealth
due to activizing internal (fundamental) parameters of financial and economic development of an
enterprise and providing a flow of benefits for all its stakeholders.

Value management improves quality of management decisions at all levels of an
organization. However, priority in implementation of VBM concept is to make the system of value
management a strategic direction.

Strategic enterprise value management focuses on long-term prospects of enterprises’
development through implementation of the system of management measures taken in order to
increase the value.

Ability of enterprises to make effective use of opportunities to move towards strategic value
increase becomes an important competitive advantage of these economic agents under conditions of
unstable economy.

At a strategic level of value-based management there is a purposeful impact on the
fundamental basis of value creation through mobilizing internal sources of its formation and making
business driving forces active.

Algorithm of strategic value management involves establishing an initial business model of
enterprise value and identifying key value factors, developing a relevant strategy of maximizing
value through realization of potential increase in value due to various factors, making a plan of
measures to implement a relevant strategy of value increase and controlling its accomplishment.

Transformation of a target enterprise focus from profit growth to value maximization is
associated with the transition from a traditional (accounting) to a financial (value) model of
enterprise management [6, p. 47].

An accounting model focuses on the current analysis of cash flow balance during enterprise
financial and economic activity, characterizes the already achieved results of this activity without
considering possible alternatives to management impact and uncertainty of the expected results.
Thus, such a model cannot be fully used in enterprise value management in view of their long-term
prospects.

Unlike an accounting model, a financial (value) model shows a system’s result of
managerial efforts towards maximizing the value; it is characterized by managerial flexibility and
ability to respond to changes in external environment of enterprises adequately; it considers risks
and parameters of value and time for money as well as long-term prospects and scenario of
economic entities’ development.

In this regard implementation of a real transition to a financial (value) model is a significant
direction to follow in order to improve the system of enterprise value management. As a result of
this rearrangement management decisions’ analysis becomes an effective control tool based on a
comprehensive assessment of long-term enterprise performance at all levels of management
hierarchy from the standpoint of a single criterion — value maximization.

A package of measures to improve efficiency of performance of management system of
enterprise value is the basis for their gradual and steady development in present conditions of
economic transformations.

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SCHEDULING FORM OF THE ENTERPRISE PRODUCTION PROGRAM

Theoretical and methodological problems associated with identifying the forms of production program
planning of an industrial enterprise have been considered in this article. The expediency of allocation of the sales plan
and production program as separate sections of the enterprise feasibility plan has been founded. The essence of the
definition "planning form" has been examined. The author's position as to the definition of the horizon and forms of
planning of the enterprise production program has been provided.

Keywords: production programm, sales plan, production plan, engineering-and-economical plan, tactical
plan, business plan, planning horizon, planning form.

One of the most important tasks to be solved in the context of the development of the
conceptual basis of the new paradigm of production plan development in an industrial plant is the
definition of the forms of production program (PP) planning. Despite its urgency, this issue is not
adequately reflected in modern economic literature.

The aim of the article is in justification of the author's position to identify the essential
characteristics of the definition "planning form", the determination of the industrial enterprises’
horizon and forms of planning PP.

Theory and practice of planning the enterprise’s production activities operates such well-
known categories as "business plan", "production programme", "business plan and sales of goods".
The analysis of these categories relationship, their similarities and differences is the initial task in
the chain of problems studied in this article.

Several authors share the notion of a "production plan" and "production program",
considering the last one as an integral part of the production plan. The "production plan", according
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to the German scholar G. Shmalen, in addition to PP, and includes a plan for its implementation [1,
p. 217]. Still wider sections of production plan is proposed in [2], where the author, in addition to
the above two sections, includes a "plan of technical preparation of production" and "production
plan" [2, p. 122].

It is difficult to agree with such unfounded, in our opinion, extensive content of the
production plan. So, into the plan of production program implementation G. Smale includes work
on identifying the types of production and methods of production that cannot be attributed to
production planning, because these works are an integral part of enterprise’s production process.

Plan technical preparation of production is a critical component of the plan for the
development of new products, has been developed as part of self consistent (as well as the
production plan) sections of the feasibility plan - the plan of enterprise innovative activity (or plan
for improvement technical and organizational level of production). And, therefore, cannot be
regarded as an integral element of the production plan. As well as a plan for the provision of
production, where E. V. Shimko and V. S. Ryzhikov took a number of routine calculations to
ensure the PP equipment and tooling, materials, labor and energy resources [2, p. 122] performed in
separate sections of the enterprise feasibility plan .

Today widespread in the work on techno-economic planning of the enterprise activity
received category "a production plan and sales" 3, p. 143; 4: 84; 5, p. 69, etc.]. However, a number
of authors identifies this section of the plan of the enterprise with PP [4, p. 87; 5, p. 69; 6, p. 164,
etc.]. And here, in our view, logically raises questions as to the validity of identity and the
correctness and the feasibility of combining in one section of the production plan and
implementation plan of the products.

For the first question we give a negative answer. So, in the economic literature category
"production program" is much more often used as a synonym for the category "production plan" [7,
p. 28; 8, p. 228; 9, p. 336; 10, p. 233, etc.] that logically follows from the semantic similarity of
these definitions. Hence, the business plan and sales of goods can not be equated with its constituent
PP (or production plan), because the whole cannot be identical with any of its constituent elements.
In the future (in particular, in this work) the concept "production program" and "production plan"
we will use purely as identical categories, relative to the same section of the enterprise feasibility
plan.

With regard to the correctness of the association in one section the sales plan and production
plan, it should be noted that nowadays, the majority of the sections of the feasibility plan is
comprehensive. So, in the section "Plan for work" we combined three relatively independent
sections that perform the calculations of productivity, headcount and wages fund. "The plan of
enterprise innovation" contains a number of independent sections, including "Plan of product
updates, technical and organizational development", etc., and integrated nature of marketing and
financial plans. And now we have no reason to doubt concerning the correctness of the formation of
the above-mentioned complex sections of the feasibility plan of the company, including the
production plan and sales.

However, the findings regarding the correctness of the association in one section of the sales
plan and production plan, in our opinion, cannot be regarded as an argument in favor of the
feasibility of the merger. Let us conduct a brief retrospective analysis.

In the Soviet period, in the context of directing planning the products production plan and
the implementation plan were combined into one section in the annual and five-year plan for
enterprise economic and social development. In most industries the main part of the calculations for
the justification of the nomenclature and volumes of produced and sold products was carried out at
the level of ministries and departments. Enterprise was getting ready, comprehensively balanced all
the resources consumed, the nomenclature plan. At the level of the enterprises themselves (the
forces of production or production control department) was developed purely operational and
calendar plans of production to ensure timely implementation of approved abovementioned tasks on
products manufacturing and sales.

"The business plan on sales of goods", has been developed as part tehpromfinplan (TPFP) -
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annual plan for enterprise’s economic and social development, included three standard forms [11, p.
239-249]:

* 02-TP "Manufacturing and sale of goods in physical and value terms";

* 03-TA "Changing the balance of unsold goods";

* 04-TA "Balance of production facilities and their use".

This association was of a purely formal nature, since only applied the results of the planning
process. So I reduced it to a simple layout consisting of one section of enterprise’s TPFP above
mentioned planning documents, and combined them in a table (form 02-TA) natural and cost
indexes of production and sales.

With the transition to a market economy "centre of gravity" of planned accounts
implementation moved to the enterprise level - the major element of the sphere of material
production. This significantly changed the content of the planned work at the company, to the
greatest extent connected with sales plan development (the modern name of plan sales and
production program. In the new environment, enterprises are face the necessity to address
fundamentally new tasks associated with researching market demand, choice of rational schemes of
distribution, the effective program of goods promotion to target markets development, etc. Market
orientation of production planning necessitated the use of new tools resource justification to claims
of the company and its economic assessment implementation. As a result, (in a methodical and
organizational relations) the processes of sales plan and PP formation has become much more
complicated.

In this regard, we believe that there is a need to revise the nomenclature and composition of
complex sections of the feasibility plan. In our study, we will not review the entire range of these
sections, and will be limited to only the production plan and sales.

You can give arguments "for" and "against" the preservation of this complex issue in the
enterprise’s technical and economic plan. The main argument "for" is the existence of a close
relationship between the planning processes of sales and justifications PP, schematically
represented in Fig. 1.

As we can see from Fig. 1, the characteristics of the initial sales plan that takes into account
customer orders that are the basis for determining the planned volumes of production, reasonable
market demand for the company's products. After performing balance calculations for the resources
of the production complex is formed substantiated claims. On its basis, taking into consideration the
information about the planned change in the balance of unsold goods, developed the final version of
the sales plan.

However, a much stronger argument, in our opinion, has the opposite point of view against.
First, the development of PP interconnected with the processes of formation of almost all sections
of the company’s feasibility plan (including planning logistics, and wages, production costs, etc.),
and these connections in many cases are no less close than with the sales plan. Moreover, the latter
has a more complex relationship is not with PP, and with sections dedicated to the enterprise
marketing aspects.

Secondly, the planning processes of sales and development of PP bases on two different
databases. So, the first one include the results of enterprise’s market research and the marketing
program, the second one — the information necessary for the balance of payments implementation in
the context of individual inputs.

Thirdly, significantly different sources and methods of obtaining information, as well as the
instruments used for data processing.

Hence, in our point of view, it is necessary to disaggregate a complex section, combining
production and sales, and the allocation of sales plan and PP as two separate sections of the
enterprise feasibility plan. Thus, we believe that it would be logical to explore the feasibility of
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combining the sales plan with the enterprise marketing plan.

The findings allow us to find more objective approach to the forms of planning, PP
justification. First you need to figure out what should be understood as a form of planning in
general? N. A. Platonov, and T.V. Kharitonov, the content of this definition is to bring together
different types of planning used at the same time in a separate facility, [12, 20]. A similar definition
of the planning form found in the work of N. D. Strekalova [13, p. 32]. Only here the author used a
slightly different term - "types of planning".

This definition, in our opinion, can quite correctly be attributed to individual items of

enterprise activity planning, including PP, logistics, innovation, etc. However, with some
amendments. So, in our opinion, the form of planning PP (as well as other sections of the enterprise
plan) is a narrower concept and is not determined by the totality of kinds of planning, and the
totality of types of plans (allocated by type planning purposes and duration of the planning period),
which developed the appropriate section. Such a definition of what a "planning form" we will use
later in our work.
Depending on the types of planning it should be distinguished five types of plans, including
strategic, tactical, operational schedules, business plan and program. In his book "Sales and
operations planning. A practical guide” Thomas Wallace and Robert Steel noted that "Extensional
sales planning and operations is mainly a tactical process" [14]. It follows logically that the PP
should be developed in the composition of the enterprise tactical plan, which is indicated by
Belarusian scientist A. L. Ilyin [15, p. 330]. This view is also shared by O. M. Svintsitskaia [7, p.
28], V. L. Grinchutskii, E. T. Karapetyan and B.V. Polishuk [9, p. 233]. Thus, these authors consider
PP as one of the sections of prospective and current plans. These types of plans, according to most
scientists, are a type of tactical plans, which are classified according to the duration of the planning
period.

The validity of this point of view on the form of the planning PP confirmed by the results of
our study of the content of the types of plans that are classified by the specified trait. In tactical
plans contained comprehensive feasibility study of natural and cost indexes to claims of the
enterprise. It follows logically that the main form of PP development is the tactical plan. The main
but not the only one. So, the rationale for the nomenclature and volumes of production with market
demand and resource endowment of the production is found not only in enterprise’s tactical plans,
but also in the business plans for the establishment of new enterprises and business plans
development of new products. This gives us the basis of this kind of plans be viewed as separate
forms of PP development. However, we consider it appropriate to make some changes in the
structure of these business plans. Namely, to disaggregate the category of "Production plan",
highlighting in some sections of the resource justification of production and production program.

In modern economic literature, there is no unity of views concerning the PP planning
horizon. So, in the works of O. V. Shimko, O. V. Ryzhikov [2, p. 111], V. V. Ivanova [8, p. 229], E.
A. Zinya and N. A. Turchenko [16, p. 105] the period of the programming period PP is limited to
one year. Significantly increases the planning horizon of goods production V. M. Semenova,
indicating that this section is developed purely in the medium-term planning [5, p. 166].

Greatly expand the temporal boundaries of the PP planning S. F. Pokropivnyi [9, p. 337], V.
I. Grinchutskii, E. T. Karapetyan and B.V. Polischuk [10, p. 233]. So, in their works, these authors
note that PP is being developed for the period from 1 month to several years. According to V. P.
Gruzinov, PP can be designed for the long term, however, especially in the form of production
volumes forecasts [17, p. 438].

Justifying the author's position on the issue, we assume that the planning horizon of PP
depends on a number of factors, including the nature of products, industry-specific, especially
enterprise industrial and commercial activities, etc. Nowadays, in the conditions of market
uncertainty, for most industries, this is the current period, i.e. the period up to one year inclusively,
broken down by quarter. At the enterprises of some branches of engineering PP may be designed
not only for current but also for the medium term, the duration of which is from 2 to 5 years. For a
number of food industry enterprises, operating purely on the basis of direct orders of the enterprises
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of wholesale and retail trade (in particular, bakeries, meat processing plants, dairies, etc.), the

planning horizon of PP varies from 1 month to 1 week.
The results of the review of the author's position regarding the forms of PP planning

reflected in Fig. 2.

Thus, we can conclude that the production program is developed consisting of:
* tactical plans for the medium-term, current and operational periods (depending on internal

and external conditions of enterprise production and commercial activity);

* business plans for a new facility and business plans of new products development - cut in

monthly for the first year of project implementation, in the quarterly cut - for the second year for the
year for subsequent years.

The definition of PP horizon and forms of planning allows us to more reasonably assess the

place of this section in the system plans of industrial enterprise.
