General and specific abilities of students, their interests are the bases for
differentiation.

Profile Education - kind of differentiated instruction, which takes into consideration the
educational needs, aptitudes and abilities of students and create an environment for learning
high school students in accordance with their professional self-determination, which is
achieved through changes in the objectives, content and structure of the organization of
training. Profiles education is democratic and wide shape furcations of school at the senior
level.

The tasks of teaching of mathematics of in profiles the differentiation. Analyzing of the
historical aspect of the problem in a comprehensive school. Presented such periods: pre-
revolutionary Russian school in the early twentieth century, the achievement of Soviet
schools, current experience in solving the problems of differentiation of training in the
Russian and Ukrainian schools

The problem of differentiation training found the solution in the pre-revolutionary
Russian school through furcations at senior levels of education.

In the early twentieth century, the idea of differentiation of teaching mathematics
strengthened. In the works of progressive educators became distinctly clear need for a
differentiated student learning and profiles school education. A new impetus to the idea of
profiles education received in the reform of education in 1915-1916.

Development of the ideas of profiling - an important achievement of the Soviet school.

In the years of 1980-1990 in Ukraine there are new types of educational institutions (grammar
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schools, high schools, colleges). During this period, the idea of differentiated teaching
mathematics was focused. Designed the planned mandatory training results.

The ideas of profiles education were relevant in pedagogy in all periods of its
development.
