It has been found out that
the basic value of this age group is hedonism,thadife goals are power, status, and
self-regulation. The behavioral coping strategigscial for the sample are of the non-
adaptive kind. However, in some cases and in tuatgns of crisis they can become
adaptive. The methodological foundation of the aede is the idea of D. A. Leontiev
about a system of personal life expectations oihdividual (based on the sensory ex-
perience, subjective interpretations, and transftion of the objective reality in the
process of interaction with the environment), adl ws the idea of N. Howe and
W. Strauss regarding the desire of the next geertd differ from the previous one.
