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Abstract: The main priorities of modem preschool education is the personality of a child, the creation of
the conditions for improving its inimitable uniqueness, the development of the abilities and talents. The
acquisition of child - preschooler’s readiness to a new social position - "pupil”, which determines the
further successful learning in the primary school, the formation of its ability to participate in school
education deserves special attention in the formation and development of the child - preschooler in the
transition from preschool education to primary.

A number of scientists (L. Venger, G. Nazarenko, E. Pavlyutenko, E. Sapogova and others) note that the
source of the internal position of a first- grader is not always the need to acquire knowledge, sometimes
the source is the desire to be at school.

According to L. Vygotsky, one of the neoplasms of preschool childhood is the emergence of the child
"internal ethical authorities” in this period. The child tries constantly, consciously and unconsciously to
act according to the requirements of adults and learns gradually the norms, rules and assessments that
come from them.
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The level of child’s independence corresponds to the age, if it is freely oriented, makes decisions and
finds ways to achieve its goals.

Among the basic qualities of the person characterizing the readiness of the ' child of the senior preschool
age to the new social position a "pupil”, we should carry also the initiative. The initiative is manifested in
communication, subject activity, game, experimentation.

A necessary condition for the development of self-consciousness is the full development of all mental
processes - perception, memory, attention, imagination, thinking and so on.

Thus, the readiness of six year old children to a new social position a "pupil™ characterizes the level of the
development of cognitive processes, the development of cognitive activity of the child, the formation of
high- quality mental neoplasms of preschool age.
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
